Storey Flats for Members of Parliament at Baba Kharak Singh Marg, New



Delhi today. Speaking on the occasion, Mr Modi said, around 350 new MP
houses have been built so far since 2014. He said, between 2004 and
2014, not a single new MP residence was built. Mr Modi said, MPs from
different states live together in these houses which reflects the vision of Ek
Bharat Shreshta Bharat.

PARLIAMENT - ADJOURN

Both the Houses of the parliament have been adjourned till 2:00 PM
following opposition parties' uproar over various issues. When the Rajya
Sabha assembled at 11:00 AM, Deputy Chairman Harivansh tried to run
Zero Hour, the opposition members raised the issue of Special Intensive
Revision of electoral roll in Bihar and other matters. He said that he had
received 29 adjournment notices from different political parties on five
different issues, of which 18 are related to matters which are sub-judice.
He said, as per rules the matter which is sub-judice will not be taken up for
discussion and disallowed all the notices. He repeatedly appealed to the
protesting members to go back to their seats and allow the House to
function. Harivansh said more than 62 hours have been lost due to
continuous disruptions in the Rajya Sabha. He said, the Question and Zero
Hours are for members and urged the protesting members not to disrupt
the proceedings of the House. As the pandemonium continued, the Deputy
Chairman adjourned the House till 2:00 PM.

Similar scenes were witnessed in the Lok Sabha also. When the
House assembled at 11:00 AM, the opposition parties started a protest
demanding discussion on the issue of Special Intensive Revision. Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla said that protesting members are disrupting the House in



a pre-planned manner which is not right for democracy. Expressing
concern, Mr Birla noted that the proceedings of the House are being
disrupted from the last 14 days, which is not appropriate as per democratic
tradition. Amid the noisy scene, Environment, Forest and Climate Change
Minister Bhupender Yadav replied to a question related to Integrated
Development of Wildlife Habitat Scheme. Despite the repeated appeal, the
opposition members continued with their protest following which, the
Speaker adjourned the House till 2:00 PM.

The Central Government will digitally transfer over 3 thousand 200
crore rupees in crop insurance claims to more than 30 lakh farmers under
the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana. During the event, farmers in
Madhya Pradesh will receive 1 thousand 156 crore rupees, farmers in
Rajasthan will get 1 thousand 121 crore rupees, farmers in Chhattisgarh
will receive 150 crore rupees, and farmers in other states will get 773 crore
rupees directly. The programme is expected see large participation from
farmers in Jhunjhunu, Sikar, Jaipur, Kotputli-Behror, and other districts,
while lakhs of farmers from various states across the country will join
virtually. In a statement, Ministry of Agriculture said that since its launch in
2016, the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana has covered over 78 crore
farmer applications and disbursed claims worth 1.83 lakh crore rupees
against a total farmer-paid premium of 35 thousand 864 crore rupees.

The Election Commission of India (ECI) has issued notice to Congress
leader Rahul Gandhi, seeking documents to back his allegations of voter
fraud during 2024 Lok Sabha elections. In a notice issued by Chief Electoral
Officer (CEO) of Karnataka, Mr Gandhi has been asked to provide
documents to substantiate his allegations of vote theft in Mahadevapura
assembly segment which is part of Bengaluru Central Lok Sabha seat. It
sought the details after the Opposition leader’s Press conference in New
Delhi on August 7th. The ECI said that the documents for the claims can be
provided so that a detailed inquiry could be conducted in the matter. More
from our Correspondent:

The Election Commission of India has tweeted a copy of the notice
issued to the Congress leader Rahul Gandhi. The notice signed by CEO
Karnataka addressed to Rahul Gandhi has requested Rahul Gandhi to
provide the relevant documents on the basis of which he has concluded
that a voter Shakun Rani or anyone else have voted twice so that a
detailed inquiry can be undertaken by his office. The notice reads that the
August 7th Press Conference by Rahul Gandhi claims that the voter Shakun
Rani has voted twice and it was based on EC data. On inquiry by the
Commission, Shakun Rani has stated that she has voted only once and not
twice. Hence the Commission seeks relevant documents based on which
the claims of vote theft are made.Sudhindra, Akashvani News, Bengaluru.

Chief Electoral Officer of Maharashtra has also issued notice to Mr
Gandhi asking him to submit a signed declaration within 10 days regarding
alleged inclusion of ineligible electors and exclusion of eligible electors in
electoral rolls. In a similar notice, Haryana CEO has asked Rahul Gandhi to
provide within 10 days the documents on roll anomalies as alleged by him
in the state, along with a signed declaration affirming them to be true. The
Election Commission had earlier asked Mr Gandhi to either submit a formal
declaration as per rules or apologise to the country for making false
allegations.

UTTRAKHAND - RESCUE



Relief and rescue operations are ongoing in the Harshil and Dharali
regions of Uttarkashi district of Uttarakhand following recent natural
disasters. The administration, armed forces, and other agencies have
launched full-scale efforts to restore normalcy. Chief Minister Pushkar
Singh Dhami has directed officials to expedite all relief efforts. More details

In the aftermath of the recent disaster in Uttarkashi, relief and rescue
efforts are progressing swiftly. Electricity production has resumed from the
micro hydro project in Harshil, and power supply has been restored in
nearby areas. A team from the state hydropower corporation is present on-
site to drain water from a lake formed on the Bhagirathi River. Meanwhile,
dog squads are searching the debris for possible signs of life. On the
Gangotri National Highway, a Bailey bridge has been constructed at the
site of the collapsed bridge in Limchagaad, restoring road connectivity up
to Dabrani. This will also facilitate the restoration of damaged roads in
other affected areas. With coordination between state and central
government agencies, communication networks, drinking water supply, and
electricity have been restored in the disaster-hit regions. Chief Minister
Pushkar Singh Dhami has instructed officials to complete the assessment of
damage to public and private property within a week.

AUSTRALIAN PRIME MINISTER

Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese announced that Australia
will formally recognize the State of Palestine at the 80th Session of the
United Nations General Assembly in September, marking a significant shift
in the nation’s foreign policy. This decision aligns Australia with countries
like France, Britain, and Canada, which have also signaled their intent to
recognize Palestinian statehood, aiming to bolster international momentum
toward a two-state solution in the Middle East.

The announcement follows weeks of internal pressure within
Albanese’s Labor government and growing public concern over the
humanitarian crisis in Gaza. Albanese emphasized that the decision is
“predicated on commitments” from the Palestinian Authority, including no
role for Hamas in a future Palestinian government, the demilitarization of
Gaza, and the holding of general elections. “"A two-state solution is
humanity’s best hope to break the cycle of violence in the Middle East and
to bring an end to the conflict, suffering, and starvation in Gaza,” Albanese
said during a press conference alongside Foreign Minister Penny Wong.
