Heavy rains continue to lash several parts of Telangana state
including Hyderabad city. Normal life has been disrupted at many places
with several villages and residential colonies stormed with rainwater.

Our Correspondent reports that
flight operations at the Rajiv Gandhi International Airport in Hyderabad
partially disrupted due to inclement weather.

Normal life has been hit due to incessant rains in Telangana
for the past couple of days under the influence of the low pressure
in the Bay of Bengal. Met officials issued warnings of heavy to
very heavy rainfall at some parts of the state for 2 more days.
Very heavy rainfall was recorded at many places across the state

while Bhadradri Kothagudem district recorded the highest rainfall
of 127 mm yesterday. Several streams, rivulets besides Musi River

are on spate. Meanwhile, the state administration has been put on
high alert. Senior officials have been asked to be available on the

ground after cancelling their leaves. Schools in five districts have
been closed for 2 days while they are working half day in other
places. The IT sector in Hyderabad has been asked to work from
home. People have been advised not to venture out, unless it is an
emergency. Control rooms have been opened at all district
headquarters and also at the state capital Hyderabad for people to
approach for any help in emergencies. Meanwhile, Airport
authorities cancelled eight flights and diverted 11 flights due to

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REV. IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy
rainfall over Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh,
Vidarbha region and coastal Andhra today. It said heavy rainfall is expected
over Uttarakhand during the next five days. Similar conditions are likely to
be experienced in isolated pockets of Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh and
Uttar Pradesh till Saturday. The weather agency has also predicted heavy
rainfall over Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and Chhattisgarh till 19th of this
month, and in Bihar during the next two days. IMD said that heavy rainfall
is expected over Odisha till 17th with isolated very heavy rainfall over West
Madhya Pradesh on Friday and Saturday.

Meanwhile, Delhi and its adjoining areas witnessed heavy
rainfall and thunderstorm this morning. the weathermen has said
that the National Capital will withess light to moderate rainfall
throughout the day.
