Union Home Minister Amit Shah has lashed out at opposition parties for the
protests against the Constitution (130th Amendment) Bill. In an interview with a
news agency, Mr Shah alleged that opposition leaders are trying to form and run
the government even when they are jailed. He termed the protest by the
oppostion parties against the bill as undemocratic. He highlighted that it was
Prime Minister Narendra Modi himself who had inisisted on bringing the office of
the PM under the aegis of this bill. Quoting the Representation of People Act of
India, Mr Shah said, if any elected representative is sentenced for two years or
more, then he or she will be relieved from their position as a Member of
Parliament.

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CANADA-UKRAINE



Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney told Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelenskyy that he backed Ukraine's calls for robust security guarantees as part of
any peace deal, saying Canada would not rule out sending troops under such a
framework. Carney, making his first visit to Ukraine since taking office in March,
joined Zelenskyy for a ceremony in central Kyiv yesterday to mark Ukrainian
Independence Day, which was also attended by Trump's special envoy for
Ukraine, Keith Kellogg.

Three and a half years since Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine, US
President Donald Trump is leading peace efforts and Ukraine is working with its
European allies to draft potential frameworks for post-war security guarantees for
Kyiv, which Trump has also expressed openness towards. Zelenskyy has said he
wants future security guarantees as part of a potential peace deal to be as close
as possible to NATO's Article 5, which considers an attack on one member state as
an attack against all.

REV. ISRAEL-GAZA OFFENSIVE

Planes and tanks have pounded parts of Gaza City as Israel's plans to
seize the territory's largest urban area. Residents have spoken of
uninterrupted explosions in northern and eastern parts of the city.

Israeli officials vowed to press ahead with the offensive on Gaza City. Israeli
Defence Minister Israel Katz said the IDF (Israel Defense Forces) is acting and will
continue to act with full force to defeat Hamas, to secure the release of all the
hostages and to bring the war to an end under the conditions set by Israel.

On Friday, Katz had said attack plans has been approved and warned that
Gaza City would be razed unless Hamas agreed to Israel's terms to end the war,
including the release of all hostages and Israel's permanent security control over
the enclave. Earlier, the Israeli military in a statement said it had expanded its
assault on the Jabaliya area in the northern Gaza Strip by dismantling terrorist
infrastructure above and below ground, eliminating militants, and strengthening
operational control in the area. It added that expanding combat into additional
areas was aimed at preventing Hamas fighters from regrouping.

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BULANDSHAHR - ACCIDENT

In Uttar Pradesh, at least eight people, including two women and one
child were killed and 45 others injured in a road accident on National
Highway 34 in Bulandshahr late last night. The incident occurred near

Ghatal Village when a container hit a tractor full of devotees. The devotees



of Gogaji were going to Rajasthan’s Gogamedi from UP’s Kasganj.
Bulandshahr SSP Dinesh Kumar Singh said that the accident
happened on NH 34, on the Aligarh border, around 2:15 AM. Around 60-61
people were travelling in a tractor from Kasganj district to Rajasthan. A
container coming from behind hit it at high speed due to which the tractor
overturned and a large number of people were injured. The injured have
been admitted to the hospital in Khurja. The condition of three persons is
critical. The truck that caused the accident is in police custody.

the next two days. According to the IMD, heavy to very heavy rainfall is
expected at isolated places over Gujarat, Odisha, Rajasthan, and
Uttarakhand till tomorrow. Heavy rainfall is also very likely at isolated
places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Bihar, Chhattisgarh,
Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Haryana, Punjab, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh,
Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit-Baltistan, Muzaffarabad, Uttar Pradesh,
Jharkhand, Konkan and Goa, Madhya Pradesh, Sub-Himalayan West
Bengal, and Sikkim today. The weather department has also forecast
thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds at isolated places

over these regions for the next two days.
