Russian President Vladimir Putin has blasted Western sanctions
ahead of his visit to China for the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation
(SCO) summit. In an interview to China's news agency, President Putin
said, Russia and China jointly opposed discriminatory sanctions in global
trade. The Russian leader said, the SCO summit will strengthen the
capacity to respond to contemporary challenges and threats, and
consolidate solidarity across the shared Eurasian space. He added, all this
will help shape a fairer multipolar world order. President Putin will be in
China till Wednesday on a four-day visit. The Russian leader will first attend
the two-day summit of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) in the
northern Chinese port city of Tianjin. President Putin will then travel to
Beijing to hold talks with Chinese President Xi Jinping and attend a military
parade commemorating the end of World War Two.

PUTIN-INDIA VISIT

Russian President Vladimir Putin will pay an official visit to India in
December this year, amid growing ties between the two nations following
US trade tariffs. Kremlin foreign policy aide Yuri Ushakov told reporters in
Moscow that the Russian President will discuss preparation for the
December visit to India during the meeting with Prime Minister Narendra
Modi in China. The two leaders will meet on the sidelines of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation (SCO) Summit in China's Tianjin on Monday. The
announcement comes days after US President Donald Trump imposed
tariffs on Indian goods in response to New Delhi's purchases of Russian oil.

US-TARIFFS STAY

In US, a federal appeals court has struck down several reciprocal
tariffs imposed by US President Donald Trump, saying he unlawfully leaned



on emergency powers to impose the import taxes. The court observed
International Emergency Economic Powers Act does not authorize tariffs
like the ones President Trump used the law for earlier this year. The court,
however, left the tariffs in place till 14th of October to give the Trump
administration time to appeal to the Supreme Court. Soon after the
decision was announced yesterday, the US President denounced it as
highly partisan and vowed to appeal to the Supreme Court. In a post on
Truth Social Mr Trump said, if allowed to stand, this decision will destroy
the United States of America. White House Deputy Press Secretary Kush
Desai said, the tariffs remain in effect.

The ruling applies mostly to the reciprocal tariffs imposed by invoking
the International Economic Emergency Powers Act (IEEPA) and not to the
others set under the national security provisions. The 25 per cent
reciprocal tariff that hit India will certainly be removed under the ruling if it
survives the Supreme Court challenge. It was not explicit if the punitive 25
per cent tariff for buying Russian oil is covered by the court ruling because
Homeland Security Secretary Kristi Noem said it was to address threats to
the United States by Russia. The court ruling does not cover the duties
imposed on steel, aluminium and copper under national security provisions,
leaving open the possibility that the oil tariff may stand.

In Jammu and Kashmir, at least three people lost their lives and two
others are missing after a cloudburst struck Drupda village in the Rajgarh
tehsil of Ramban district today. Rescue teams from the National Disaster
Response Force (NDRF), State Disaster Response Force (SDRF), and local
police have been rushed to the area. Three bodies have been recovered so
far, and search operations are underway to trace the missing individuals.
The sudden cloudburst triggered flash floods, damaging property and
severely disrupting normal life in the region. Authorities are working to
provide immediate relief to the affected families while rescue efforts
continue.More details are awaited.

J&K LANDSLIDE

In Jammu and Kashmir, seven members of a family died after a
landslide triggered by heavy rainfall flattened their house in a remote
village in the Reasi district early today.

The district
administration has appealed to residents living in hilly and landslide-prone
areas to remain alert, and avoid staying in vulnerable structures during
periods of heavy rain.
