PM, following vociferous protests by Opposition parties over various issues,
including Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of the electoral roll in Bihar. When



the Lok Sabha assembled at 11:00 AM, the Opposition parties began a
protest demanding a discussion on the issue of SIR. Lok Sabha Speaker Om
Birla began Question Hour, but due to the Opposition uproar, he adjourned
the House till noon.

Similar scenes were witnessed in the Rajya Sabha. When the Rajya
Sabha assembled at 11:00 AM, Deputy Chairman Harivansh said that he had
received 18 adjournment notices from various political parties on different
issues. He, however, rejected notices, citing the ruling. Following this, the
Opposition members started sloganeering. Mr. Harivansh had tried to run
Zero Hour, but due to the Opposition’s protest on SIR, it was not transacted.
As the pandemonium continued, the Deputy Chairman adjourned the House
till 2:00 PM.

PM BIHAR-WB VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Bihar and West Bengal on 22™ of
this month. During the visit, the Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone
and inaugurate multiple development projects worth around 13 thousand
crore rupees at Gaya in Bihar. Mr. Modi will inaugurate Aunta-Simaria bridge
project on River Ganga that will enhance connectivity between North and
South Bihar. He will also inaugurate the four-lane Bakhtiyarpur to Mokama
section of NH-31 which will ease congestion, reduce travel time, and enhance
passenger and freight movement. In a major boost to health infrastructure,
the Prime Minister will inaugurate the Homi Bhabha Cancer Hospital and
Research Centre at Muzaffarpur. This state-of-the-art facility will provide
advanced and affordable cancer care to patients in Bihar and neighbouring
states, reducing the need to travel to distant metros for treatment. He will
also lay the foundation stone for a series of urban infrastructure projects
worth around 1,260 crore rupees. Mr Modi will flag off the Amrit Bharat
Express between Gaya and Delhi, and the Buddhist Circuit Train between
Vaishali and Koderma.

During his visit to West Bengal, Mr Modi will lay the foundation stone
and inaugurate multiple development projects worth over 5,200 crore
rupees. He will also flag off metro train services on the newly constructed
sections in Kolkata. Mr Modi will also lay the foundation stone of 7.2 kilometre
long six-lane elevated Kona Expressway worth over 1,200 crore rupees. This

Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge, Senior Congress leader Sonia Gandhi,
NCP (SCP) leader Sharad Pawar, Samajwadi Party leader Ram Gopal Yadav,
DMK leader Tiruchi Shiva and TMC leader Shatabdi Roy, among others, were
present on the occasion. Ahead of filing nomination for vice-presidential
elections, Mr Reddy paid floral tributes to the Father of the Nation, Mahatma
Gandhi, at Prerna Sthal in Parliament House complex, which houses statues
of India’s eminent leaders and freedom fighters.

The scrutiny of the nominations will take place tomorrow. The
nominations can be withdrawn by the 25th of this month. The Vice
Presidential Election will be held on the 9th of next month. The election has
been necessitated due to the resignation of Jagdeep Dhankhar, who
tendered his resignation last month, citing health reasons. This will be the
17th Vice Presidential election. The Vice-President is elected by an Electoral
College, which consists of the members of the Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha.
