INDIA CANADA AMBASSADORS

India has announced the appointment of Dinesh K. Patnaik, currently
serving as Ambassador to Spain, as the next High Commissioner to
Canada. According to the Ministry of External Affairs, Mr Patnaik, a 1990-
batch Indian Foreign Service officer, will assume his assignment shortly.

Canada has also announced the appointment of veteran diplomat
Christopher Cooter as its new High Commissioner in New Delhi. Mr. Cooter
brings more than 35 years of diplomatic experience, having most recently
served as Canada’s Charg d'affaires to Israel and previously as High
Commissioner to South Africa, Namibia, Lesotho, Mauritius and
Madagascar. Earlier in his career, he was First Secretary at the Canadian
High Commission in India and Nepal. Canada's Foreign Affairs Minister
Anita Anand said the appointment reflects Canada’s step-by-step approach
to deepening diplomatic engagement and advancing bilateral cooperation
with India.

Mr Patnaik's appointment comes more than 10 months after New
Delhi withdrew its previous High Commissioner to Ottawa over what it
described as former Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau’s continued
hostility towards India. In October 2024, India recalled High Commissioner
Sanjay Kumar Verma following tensions triggered by Trudeau's



controversial statement. However, relations began to show signs of
recovery after Mark Carney assumed office as Canadian Prime Minister. In
June, Carney invited PM Modi to the G7 Outreach Summit in Kananaskis,
where both leaders held a pivotal bilateral meeting. The June 18 meeting
was described as “very positive and constructive” by Foreign Secretary
Vikram Misri. Both leaders agreed to restore High Commissioners at the
earliest opportunity as a first step toward normalizing ties.

In Bihar, under the intensive revision drive of the voter list, the
Election Commission has issued notices to around three lakh people over
suspected citizenship.

During the Special Intensive Revision (SIR), these individuals did not
submit their documents, with their enumeration forms.Investigations
revealed that their citizenship is doubtful, and most of them are citizens of
Bangladesh and Nepal.

According to information received from the Election Commission, the
majority of notices have been sent to people residing in East Champaran,
West Champaran, Madhubani, Kishanganj, Purnia, Katihar, Araria, and
Supaul districts. All these districts are located in Bihar's border areas,
sharing boundaries with Nepal or lying in close proximity to it.

BIHAR WOMEN'S SCHEME

In Bihar, the state government today approved a new scheme aimed
at providing employment opportunities for women. The " Mukhyamantri
Mahila Rojgar Yojana " was approved in a cabinet meeting chaired by Chief
Minister Nitish Kumar. Under this scheme, one woman from every family in
the state will be provided financial assistance to start an occupation of her
choice. As the first installment of financial support, each selected woman
will receive 10,000 rupees to start her chosen employment activity.

The process of receiving applications from interested women will
begin soon. The Rural Development Department will be the nodal agency
for this scheme, while the Urban Development and Housing Department
will also extend support as required. From next month itself, the transfer of
funds into beneficiary women’s bank accounts will begin. In the next
phase, an assessment will be carried out six months after the
commencement of employment, and if needed, additional support of up to
2 lakh rupees will be provided to the selected beneficiary.

As part of the scheme, local markets or haat bazaars will be
developed across villages and towns for the sale of products made by
women. Chief Minister Nitish Kumar expressed confidence that the
implementation of this scheme will not only strengthen the status of
women but also provide them with better employment opportunities within
the state.He further hoped that the scheme would help curb migration
from the state in search of jobs.
