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REV. PM-KAKORI

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today paid tributes to the revolutionaries of
the Kakori incident. In a social media post, Mr Modi said, on this day, a
hundred years ago, the courage shown by patriotic Indians at Kakori
highlighted the resentment among people against colonial rule. He said
they were angry at the manner in which people’s money was being used to
further colonial exploitation. The Prime Minister said, their valour will
always be remembered by the people of India. He said, the Government
will keep working to fulfil their dreams for a strong and prosperous India.
Union Home Minister Amit Shah said the ‘Kakori Train Action” was a symbol
of courage, sacrifice, and patriotism in the Indian freedom struggle. In a
social media post, Mr Shah said, on August 9, 1925, brave heroes like
Ramprasad Bismili, Chandrashekhar Azad and Ashfaqulla Khan ignited the
torch of revolution against British looting, shaking the foundations of the
British Empire. He said, with the aim that the wealth looted from Indians
by the British should be used for the nation’s welfare, these valiant fighters
carried out the Kakori Train Action. The Home Minister said the nation will
forever remain indebted to the bravery and valour of these fighters. It was
the same day in 1925 when one of the most remarkable event of the
Indian freedom movement took place near Kakori railway station. On 9th
August, the revolutionaries of Hindustan Republican Association (HRA)
stopped the Number 8 down train near Kakori and looted the money from
the guard cabin belonging to the British Government Treasury. The
Revolutionaries include Ram Prasad Bismil, Ashfaqullah Khan, Thakur
Roshan Singh, Rajendranath Lahiri and Sachindranath Sanyal. The
objectives of this robbery were to fund the HRA with the money of British
administration taxed from the Indians and to protest against the British
administration collecting a lot of tax from the Indian people.

UP - KAKORI

In Uttar Pradesh, various events were organised on the anniversary of the
Kakori Train Action. CM Yogi Adityanath in a social media post, said that



this saga of bravery is an inspiration for the citizens of the country. The
sacrifice, courage and patriotism of these heroes will always inspire our
hearts to work with the spirit of 'Nation First.' Prasar Bharati Chairman
Navneet Sehgal inaugurated the exhibition of rare and historical
newspapers under the title 'Dastawej' at the Kokoro Art Gallery in Lucknow
today. Keeping in mind the centenary year of the Kakori Train Action, rare
pictures of four important martyrs Ramprasad Bismil, Rajendra Nath Lahiri,
Roshan Singh, Ashfaqulla Khan have also been displayed in the exhibition.
This exhibition will be open for visitors till 12 of this month.

PM KARNATAKA

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a one day visit to Karnataka
tomorrow. During the visit, Mr Modi will flag off three Vande Bharat
Express trains at KSR Railway Station in Bengaluru. It includes trains from
Bengaluru to Belagavi, Amritsar to Sri Mata Vaishno Devi Katra and Nagpur
(Ajni) to Pune. Thereafter, he will flag off Yellow line of Bangalore metro
and undertake a metro ride from RV Road, Ragigudda to Electronic City
metro station. The Prime Minister will also inaugurate and lay the
foundation stone of urban connectivity projects in Bengaluru and address a
public function. Mr Modi will lay the foundation stone of Bangalore Metro
Phase-3 project worth over 15 thousand 610 crore rupees. The total route
length of the project will be more than 44 kilometres with 31 elevated
stations.

INDIA'S DEFENCE EXPORTS

India’s defence exports touched 23,000 crore rupees last year and are
expected to double within the next two to three years, said Dr. Sameer
Kamat, Secretary of the Department of Defence Research and
Development and Chairman of the Governing Council of the Defence
Institute of Advanced Technology (DIAT). He was addressing a press
conference in Pune on Saturday after DIAT's 14th convocation ceremony.
Dr. Kamat stated that Indian defence equipment has high demand in
Middle Eastern, African, and South Asian countries. Work is underway to
develop a smaller version of the BrahMos missile, while the development of
the Zorawar light tank is also progressing rapidly. Addressing the
convocation, he noted that during ‘Operation Sindhur’, the Indian Armed
Forces were significantly supported by DRDO-developed indigenous
weapons, armaments, and equipment. To achieve complete self-reliance in
missile and equipment production, 15 Centres of Excellence are being



established with the support of the defence industry and academic
institutions.
USA-FIRE
In USA, thousands people have been ordered to evacuate as the Canyon
Fire rapidly spreads near Piru, Ventura County, in southern California amid
a scorching heatwave. Since igniting Thursday afternoon, the wildfire has
grown to over 4,800 acres and crossed into Los Angeles County.
Containment stands at 25 percent, with 2,700 residents evacuated and
over 5,000 structures under threat. Over 400 firefighters are battling the
blaze in 38°C heat and low humidity. Authorities warn more zones may be
affected as the fire continues to spread. Rising global temperatures are
contributing to more frequent and intense wildfires across the United
States.

KARNATAKA - AIR CHIEF

The Chief of the Air Staff, Air Chief Marshal A P Singh has said that
India downed five fighter aircrafts of Pakistan during Operation Sindoor.
Speaking at the 16th Air Chief L M Katre lecure in Bengaluru today, the
Chief of the Air Staff said, five Pakistan Air force aircrafts and one AWaCS
aircraft were put down by India. Speaking in detail along with video
footage, he said they have at least five fighters confirmed kills and one
large aircraft which could either be an ELINT aircraft or an AEW&C aircraft.
He informed that they were taken down at a distance of about 300
kilometers, which he added is the largest ever recorded surface to air Kkill
that one can talk about. He also mentioned about attacks on Shahbaz
Jacobabad airfield being destroyed by our missiles, where some aircrafts
like F16 were damaged. He pointed out that the Indian attacks were
calibrated and there was absolute synchronisation between the three
forces. The air chief said that our air defence systems did a wonderful job
and the S400 system was a game changer. He explained that the range of
that system really kept their aircraft away from us.
MUMBAI - DRUGS SEIZED
In Maharashtra, the Anti-Narcotics Cell carried out raids in Malad,
Jogeshwari, Dadar, and Navi Mumbai, resulting in the seizure of 4.034 kg
of Mephedrone (MD) valued at approximately 10.07 crore rupees. Five
individuals, including two foreign nationals, were arrested during the raids.
Investigations indicate that the accused were involved in the distribution of
Mephedrone across various parts of Mumbai. Four FIRs have been
registered so far, and further investigation is underway under provisions of
the NDPS Act.
PUNJAB - RAKHI - BORDER
As the festival of Raksha Bandhan is being celebrated across India and
abroad, the sentinels of our borders, troops of Border Security Force (BSF)
are also celebrating the same away from their homes. Women and girls are
tieing the sacred Rakhis to the brave soldiers of the BSF at various places
of Punjab border including at the internationally fame Attari-Wagah Joint



Check Post in Amritsar. Our Jalandhar Correspondent reports that former
Health Minister, Punjab, Prof. Laxmi Kanta Chawla, is celebrating the
festival with the troops at the border for the last over 50 years. Today also
she reached with other women and girls to tie the sacred Rakhi with
gratitude. These moments remind that Raksha Bandhan is not just about
sibling bonds, but about honouring the protectors of our peace. Troops of
CRPF also celebrated the festival at Chandigarh. The emotional moments
were more like a silent promise to the soldiers that you protect the nation,
and we will always stand by you. Yesterday, hundreds of Rakhis are being
sent to the Prime Minister, Narednra Modi from Amritsar as a gratitude for
‘Operation Sindoor’.

BIHAR - TEJASHWI EPIC

The Election Commission has declared the EPIC number on the voter
identity card shown by Rashtriya Janata Dal leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav
during a press conference on 2nd August as a fake document. The
Electoral Registration Officer (ERO) of the Digha Assembly constituency,
who is also the Sadar Sub-Divisional Officer, has directed Tejashwi Yadav
to deposit the said voter identity card at the Commission’s office by 5 PM
on August 16. In this regard, the ERO of Digha Assembly constituency has
issued a letter stating that the EPIC card displayed by Tejashwi Yadav had
been thoroughly investigated. The officer said that the Election Commission
has not issued any voter identity card with this EPIC number and that it is
fake. Earlier, the ERO had issued two notices to Tejashwi Yadav in this
matter, directing him to submit the concerned voter ID card. However,
Tejashwi Yadav did not respond following this the ERO of Digha took this
action.
