2014 from the ramparts of the Red Fort. While launching the programme
on 28th August 2014, the Prime Minister had described the occasion as a
festival to celebrate the liberation of the poor from a vicious cycle.

Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana is a National Mission on Financial
Inclusion which has an integrated approach to bring about comprehensive
financial inclusion and provide banking services to all households in the
country. The scheme ensures access to a range of financial services like
availability of basic savings bank account, access to need based credit,
remittances facility, insurance and pension.

Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana provides a platform for universal
access to banking facilities with at least one basic banking account for
every household, financial literacy and access to credit, insurance and



pension facility. It covers both urban and rural areas and those who open
account would get indigenous Debit Card (RuPay card). Account can be
opened in any bank branch or Business Correspondent (Bank Mitra) outlet
at zero balance. Every bank account is on Core Banking System of banks.
Mobile banking using USSD facility available on even basic feature phones
is also being supported.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Chhattisgarh, Coastal Karnataka,
Madhya Maharashtra and Uttarakhand for today.

TELANGANA- HEAVY RAINS

In Telangana, extremely heavy rain battered Kamareddy, Medak,
Nirmal districts. Several other areas across the state received heavy



rainfall. Many villages have been inundated while towns and cities
witnessed flooding as streams and lakes are overflowing. Medak,
Kamareddy and Nirmal have been the worst hit with Argonda in
Kamareddy district recording the highest rainfall of 43.1 cms till 5 this
morning. The National and State Disaster Relief Teams have rescued over
1000 persons in Kamareddy districts. The state Government has appointed
special officers to the worst hit districts to take necessary relief activities at
the ground level. The District Collectors and SPs have been directed to
remain alert and take all necessary measures to ensure no loss of life and
property. Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy will conduct an aerial survey of
the rain hit areas today. Met officials warned of heavy and very heavy
rains likely at some places today and tomorrow under the influence of the
low-pressure area in the Bay of Bengal.

NDRF OPERATIONS IN HP

The National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) carried out large-scale
rescue and evacuation operations in Kangra and Chamba districts of
Himachal Pradesh. It rescued over 3,700 people for the last two days amid
adverse weather conditions.

In Kangra district, the Beas River surged on the intervening night of August
26 and 27 and overran the premises of Arni University, Indora. The team
swiftly evacuated 427 persons, including 412 students and 15 staff
members. Yesterday, another 26 persons were safely shifted from the
university.

The team rescued 15 people amid heavy flooding in the Mand and Sanor
areas of Indora subdivision.

In Chamba district, an NDRF team deployed for the ongoing Shri
Manimahesh Ji Yatra launched a major evacuation effort on August 27. The
team, along with HP Police and civil officials, set up a temporary footbridge
to facilitate pilgrims in Dhancho near Gauri Kund. It evacuated 3,269
pilgrims to Dunali.

Cabinet Commitee on Economic Affairs today approved multi-tracking
of three projects benefitting Karnataka, Telangana, Bihar and Assam and



one new rail line to connect far flung areas of Kutch, Gujarat. These
initiatives will provide connectivity and improve travel convenience besides
reducing logistic cost and decrease dependence on oil imports. The
projects will contribute to lower CO2 emissions, and support sustainable
and efficient rail operations. These will also generate direct employment for
about 251 lakh human-days during its construction.

In a major connectivity boost, the approved multi-tracking
projects will enhance connectivity to around 3,108 villages and
about 47.34 lakh population, benefitting the states of Karnataka,
Telangana, Bihar and Assam. The completion timeline for 173 km
long Secunderabad (Sanathnagar) - Wadi 3rd and 4th Line, having
cost of 5012 crores, is five years. The timeline for the 53 km long
Bhagalpur - Jamalpur 3rd line in Bihar is three years for which the
cost is 1156 crore rupees. The work for 194 km long Furkating -
New Tinsukia Doubling, with the cost of 3634 crore rupees, will be
completed in four years.

The proposed new line will provide connectivity to far-fetched area of
Kutch region. It will add 145 route km and 164 track km to the existing
railway network in Gujarat with an estimated cost of 2526 crore rupees.
The completion timeline of the project is 3 years. Besides promoting the
tourism in Gujarat, the new rail line will help in transportation of salt,
cement, coal, clinker and bentonite. The strategic importance of the project
is that it will provide connectivity to Rann of Kutch. Harappan site
Dholavira, Koteshwar temple, Narayan Sarovar and Lakhpat fort will also
come under the rail network as 13 new railway stations will be added
benefitting 866 villages and about 16 Lakh population.

The projects are planned on PM-Gati Shakti National Master
Plan with focus on enhancing multi-modal connectivity and
logistic efficiency through integrated planning and stakeholder
consultations. The four projects covering 13 Districts across the
states of Gujarat, Karnataka, Telangana, Bihar and Assam wiill
increase the existing network of Indian Railways by about 565
Kmes.

Indian Shooter Anish Bhanwala clinched the silver medal in the
Men's 25m Rapid Fire Pistol event at the ongoing Asian
Championships at Shymkent in Kazakhstan today. The 22-year-old
Olympian finished with a total of 35 points, finishing just one point behind
gold medal winner Su Lianbofan of China. South Korea's Lee Jaekyoon
bagged the bronze. Another Indian in the competition, Adarsh Singh,
finished fifth.

In the Men’s 25m rapid fire pistol team event, India settled
for silver behind South Korea. People’s Republic of China took
bronze after finishing third. India also added a silver medal in the
non-Olympic Men’s 50m Pistol Team event.

The junior division witnessed success as well. In Men's 50m pistol
junior team event, trio of Abhinav Choudhary, Umesh Choudhary and
Mukesh Nelavalli won the gold with Kazakhstan taking second place. The
Junior Trap Mixed Team event, India's Arya Vansh Tyagi and Bhavya
Tripathi settle for a silver after losing to Kazakhstan 37-38.

India lead the overall tally so far with 72 medals including
39 gold, 16 silver and 17 bronze.
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
