Both the Houses of the parliament have been adjourned till 12:00
noon following opposition parties' uproar over various issues including
Special Intensive Revision of electoral roll in Bihar. When the Lok Sabha



House assembled at 11:00 AM, the opposition parties started a protest
demanding discussion on the issue of SIR. Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla
expressed displeasure over the behaviour of the protesting members
saying that disrupting the proceedings of the House is not appropriate.
Despite the appeal, the opposition members continued with their protest
following which, the Speaker adjourned the House till 12:00 noon.

Similar scenes were witnessed in the Rajya Sabha also. When the
Rajya Sabha assembled at 11:00 AM, Deputy Chairman Harivansh said that
he had received 18 adjournment notices from different political parties
relating to various issues, but the notices were rejected citing ruling.
Following this the opposition members started sloganeering. Harivansh
tried to run Zero Hour saying that this business is for members and they
can raise issues of public importance. As the pandemonium continued, the
Deputy Chairman adjourned the House till 12:00 noon.

MORN IMD WEATHER

The Indian Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red alert
for extremely heavy rainfall over Gujarat, Goa and coastal areas of
Maharashtra for today. The IMD also predicted heavy rainfall over Jammu
and Kashmir, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh and eastern Rajasthan for
the next two to three days. Similar conditions are expected over Madhya
Pradesh, Sikkim, Chhattisgarh and Sub Himalayan West Bengal during the
next seven days. In the southern part of the nation, these conditions will
also prevail over coastal areas of Karnataka and Telangana today. The
weather agency has also forecast very light to light rain with
thundershowers till tomorrow over Delhi NCR.

TELANGANA - RAIN

In Telangana, reservoirs over Krishna and Godavari Rivers are
nearing critical levels following incessant heavy rains in the catchment
areas. Reservoirs including Sri Ram Sagar Project, Sripada Yellampalli and
Nizamsagar projects over River Godavari and its tributaries are under
pressure with heavy inflows following heavy rains. The Authorities have
opened gates to prevent overtopping and to balance irrigation needs,
drinking water supply and flood safety. Meanwhile, River Godavari is rising
at Bhadrachalam prompting alerts. Despite there is some respite in rains
during the past 24 hours, especially in North and East Telangana districts,
flood inflows expected to rise as heavy rains reported at upper riparian



areas of major rivers in the state. Daily life has been severely hit, with
families displaced in rain-hit areas especially in North and East Telangana
districts. In Adilabad, a family of four which struck in flood waters, was
rescued by the NDRF teams using ropes. Many residents from low lying
areas were forced to leave their homes. Meanwhile, district collectors in the
state have begun assessing the damage. Infrastructure has been hit hard
while road access cutoff to dozens of villages in various districts. Dozens of
other villages marooned in the rain-hit areas. Crops in thousands of acres
especially cotton and paddy submerged in Medak, Sanagareddy and
Siddipet districts. Meanwhile, the Met officials forecast rains for the next 3
days.

UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres praised relief workers on World
Humanitarian Day and urged action to protect their safety amidst conflicts
and disasters around the world. He emphasized that humanitarians are the
last lifeline for over 300 million people caught in conflict or disaster
worldwide but face increasing dangers. In 2024, at least 390 aid workers
were killed globally, marking a record high. This number represents a 31%
increase from the previous year. These deaths were particularly
concentrated in Gaza which is 181 aid workers and 60 in Sudan . <><>

MORN. CHINESE FM VISIT

India and China have agreed to resume direct flight connectivity
between Chinese mainland and India at the earliest, and finalize an
updated Air Services Agreement. Both sides came to this agreement during
bilateral talks between Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi's and External
Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar in New Delhi. Our correspondent reports
that the two sides had positive, constructive and forward-looking



discussions during the meeting on bilateral, regional and international
issues of common interest. We have a detail report from our

Both sides have agreed to explore and resume various official bilateral
dialogue _mechanisms and exchanges. These include the setting up of a
Working Group to advance effective border management in order to
maintain peace and tranquility in the Indo-China border areas. The third
meeting of the India-China High-level Mechanism on People-to-People
Exchanges will be held in India next year as part of the agreement. Both
sides agreed to set up an Expert Group to explore Early Harvest in
boundary delimitation in the India-China border areas. The two sides
exchanged views on trans-border rivers cooperation and agreed to give full
play to the role of India-China Expert Level Mechanism on Trans-border
Rivers and keep communication on renewal of the relevant MoUs.

SYRIA- FOREIGN AFF.

Syria's Foreign Affairs Chief, Assad Hassan al-Shibani, met with an Israeli
delegation in Paris to discuss efforts to reduce tensions and bolster stability
in southern Syria. According to Syria's state news agency (SANA) Al-
Shibani and the Israeli delegation focused on de-escalation, non-
interference in Syria's internal affairs, and the revival of the 1974
disengagement agreement that has governed the frontier for decades.
Their talks also covered ways to monitor the ceasefire in Sweida province,
a flashpoint in the country's south.The meeting, held under US mediation,
is part of a wider diplomatic push to safeguard Syria's territorial integrity
and promote regional security.
