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DAY UTTRAKHAND - GANGA RIVER

Relief and rescue operations are continuing on a war footing
following yesterday’s cloudburst over the Kheer Ganga River in the Dharali
area of Uttarkashi district in Uttarakhand. The Indian Army, NDRF, SDRF,
District Administration, and other agencies remain actively engaged in the
operation during this difficult time. So far, over 130 people have been
safely evacuated to secure locations.

Uttarakhand Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami conducted an aerial
survey of the affected areas today and reviewed the situation from the
State Emergency Operations Centre in Dehradun. He stated that the ITBP,
SDRF, NDRF, and local residents are working in coordination to carry out
relief and rescue efforts.

Meanwhile, Prime Minister Narendra Modi spoke with Chief Minister
Dhami over the phone to take stock of the situation and was briefed on the
ongoing relief efforts. The PM assured full support from the central
government. The Chief Minister thanked the Prime Minister for his
assistance and reaffirmed that efforts are underway to ensure the safe
evacuation of all affected individuals.

PAR-ADJOURN
The Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 12 noon, while the Rajya
Sabha till 2:00 PM following opposition parties' uproar over various issues.



When the Lok Sabha met at 11:00 AM, Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla paid
homage to the victims of the 1945 Hiroshima and Nagasaki atomic
bombings in Japan. He said, 80 years ago, on 6th and 9th August 1945,
atom bombs were dropped on the cities Hiroshima and Nagasaki due to
which a large number of people lost their lives, and many wounded. On
behalf of the House, Mr Birla reiterated the commitment to a world free of
weapons of mass destruction and resolved to work collectively to eliminate
nuclear weapons and ensure global peace and harmony. The House also
observed silence for a while as a mark of respect to the people who lost
their lives. After that, the Speaker tried to run the Question Hour but the
opposition members started sloganeering demanding discussion on the
Special Intensive Revision issue. As the noisy scene continued, the Speaker
adjourned the House till 12 noon.

Similar scenes were also witnessed in the Rajya Sabha. When the
House assembled at 11 AM, it paid tributes to Satyapal Malik, a former
member of the House, who passed away in New Delhi yesterday. Deputy
Chairman Harivansh said that Mr Malik represented the State of Uttar
Pradesh in the Rajya Sabha twice. He said, Satyapal Malik also served as
the Governor of various states including Bihar, Goa and Jammu and
Kashmir. Harivansh said that in the passing away of Satyapal Malik, the
country has lost a veteran politician and able parliamentarian. Deputy
Chairman Harivansh said that he had received 35 adjournment notices
from different political parties relating to various issues but the notices
were rejected citing ruling. Following this, the opposition members started
protest raising their issues. Harivansh said that as it is zero Hour several
members want to raise the matter of urgent public importance and
creating disruption in the House is not appropriate. Amid pandemonium,
the Chair adjourned the House till 2 PM.
