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REV. EVE AMIT SHAH-BRAHMAPUTRA WING

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today hailed Golap Borbora as a visionary
socialist leader, freedom fighter and chief Minister of Assam, while launching his year-
long birth centenary celebrations at Guwahati. Describing Borbora as Assam'’s first non-
Congress Chief Minister who worked for the welfare of the masses, Mr. Shah lauded his
brief yet impactful tenure that saw the establishment of several key institutions. A book
on Borbora’s life was also unveiled at the event. Earlier in the day, The Home Minister
inaugurated the new Brahmaputra wing of the Raj Bhavan and virtually launched the
National Cyber Forensic Laboratory in Golaghat, aimed at enhancing cyber security

across the Northeast. He also laid foundation stones for multiple Armed Forces
development projects and addressed a Panchayat Sanmilan attended by around 20,000



representatives from the BIJP and other NDA allies. Highlighting the Centre’s focus on a
forensic-based justice system, Mr. Shah emphasized the importance of cyber security in
safeguarding citizens’ earnings and national interests. He also noted that three new
laws have replaced colonial-era codes to modernize and humanize India’s criminal
justice system.

INDIA-GDP

India's real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is estimated to grow by 7.8 per cent in
April to June quarter of financial year 2025-26, at a five-quarter high. In the fourth
quarter of the last financial year, the GDP had grown by 7.4 per cent, whereas the
same stood at 6.5 per cent in the first quarter of previous fiscal year. According to the
Quarterly Estimates of GDP for first Quarter of current fiscal released by the Ministry of
Statistics and Programme Implementation today, Nominal GDP has witnessed a growth
rate of 8.8 per cent in during the same period. Agriculture and allied sectors have seen
Real Gross Value Added (GVA) growth rate of 3.7 per cent, as compared to the growth
rate of 1.5 per cent registered in Q1 of last financial year.

In the first quarter of FY26, among Secondary Sectors, Manufacturing is
estimated to grow at 7.7 per cent and Construction at 7.6 per cent. Government Final
Consumption Expenditure bounced back, registering staggering 9.7 per cent growth
rate in Nominal terms, over the growth rate of four per cent in Q1 of FY 2024-25. Gross
Fixed Capital Formation has recorded 7.8 per cent growth on an annual basis. Real
Private Final Consumption Expenditure has reported 7.0 per cent growth, lower as
compared to the 8.3 per cent growth rate in the corresponding period of previous
financial year.

The Indian Space Research Organisation will work together with students
innovative youth to realise and achieve the dream in space related activities. G.Sathish
Kumar, Senior Scientist of ISRO said that ISRO has created a platform for the students
to discover and invent technologies which would fuel the Country to achieve an
indomitable place in Space History. Addressing a meeting at Chennai today, he said that
the Government has been keen in promoting young talents and also providing
opportunities in ISRO to exhibit their skills and talents. Addressing the students and the
innovators, former Wing Commander Jaya Tare, CEO of Newrizon Space, she said that
as a student of Kendriya Vidyalaya, she was ably trained in NCC and later joined in the
Indian Air Force which gave a scope for dreaming about Space. She encouraged the
students to realise their dreams and move forward. Ms.Aastha Jhalam, Analogue
Astronaut and Space Architect said that to make India a Vikshit Bharat, students need
to identify their talents and sharpen their skills to achieve. Speaking at the event,
Hugues Boiteau, Attache de Cooperation Scientifique ET Universitaire a Chennai, said
that India and France have shared a long history of aero cooperation in scientific
activities and both the Countries will be celebrating the year of Innovation next year. He
said that when students join the Space community and share their dreams they would
certainly achieve more than one can dream of. The event was in coordination with the

ANDHRA PRADESH-RAINS AND FLOOD

Under the influence of low-pressure in Bay of Bengal adjoining north coastal
Andhra Pradesh, incessant rains wreaked havoc in Srikakulam, ASR and NTR districts
damaging the roads, and inundating crops in thousands of acres, while over a hundred
villages were engulfed by flood waters. The India Meteorological Department has
forecast moderate to heavy rain for several coastal and north Andhra districts on Friday.

DAMAGE: The Panchayat Raj and Rural Development department has estimated 374 crore
rupees expenditure to take up repairs immediately to the damaged roads and culverts in the
monsoon fury the State witnessed. In a teleconference held with the officials today. The officials
informed Panchayat Raj Minister Danasari Anasuya that as many as 1291 instances of roads,
culverts and other structures were damaged across the State. According to the Officials, an
amount of 22.71 crore rupees is required for temporary repairs while permanent repairs would
cost 352 crore rupees. Due to rains, road network connecting 22 villages was completely
damaged. The minister directed officials to restore road connectivity to villages on war footing
basis. Residents living in dilapidated houses and occupants in old structures be immediately
shifted to safe places, she instructed the officials. The Roads and Buildings (R&B) Department
has estimated an 53.76 crore rupees expenditure to take up temporary repairs and 1,157.46 crore
rupees for permanent reconstruction of damaged road infrastructure. According to officials, the
rains have caused a severe toll on road network across the State. Engineers across 37 divisions
identified 794 vulnerable points with damage to 1,039 km of road stretches. R&B Minister
Komatireddy Venkat Reddy held a teleconference today with senior officials and divisional
engineers after widespread damage was reported from Medak, Sangareddy, Kamareddy,
Rajanna-Sircilla and Nirmal districts.A major disruption was reported on NH-44 near
Kamareddy and Nirmal, where floodwaters hampered traffic flow. The Minister directed that
clearance measures be expedited and traffic restored at the earliest.

STOCKS CLOSE

Benchmark domestic equity indices ended moderately down on the last business
day of the week.The Sensex lost 270 points, to close at 79 thousand 809. Similarly,
Nifty dipped 74 points, to settle at 24 thousand 426. The broader market indices at the
Bombay Stock Exchange ended on a negative note. The Mid-Cap index declined over
0.4 per cent, and the Small-Cap index fell nearly 0.3 per cent.

In BWF World Championships 2025, women's singles quarterfinal match is
underway between India’s badminton star PV Sindhu and Indonesia’s Putri Kusuma
Wardani at Adidas Arena in Paris. Later tonight, Satwiksairaj Rankireddy-Chirag Shetty
will face second seeds Aaron Chia and Soh Wooi Yik of Malaysia in the men's doubles
quarterfinals.



IMMERSIONS: As preparations intensify for Ganesh idol immersions on 5" of next month the
Hyderabad City Police have announced comprehensive security and logistical arrangements
across the city. Nine cranes have been put in place at key immersion points, including the
Hussainsagar, Mir Alam tank, Rajanna Bavi, and NTR Stadium, with plans to increase the
number to 40 by the final day. The Khairatabad Ganesh is expected to attract large crowds,
prompting authorities to tighten surveillance and prevent stampedes.
