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NORTH KOREA - MISSILE TEST

North Korea test-fired its newly improved air defence missiles
to assess their combat capability. State media reported that the North
Korean President Kim Jong-un supervised the test at different targets
yesterday. The firing test came as South Korea and the United States
have been conducting their joint military exercise called Ulchi
Freedom Shield since last week for a 11-day run.

The Korean Central News Agency (KCNA) said the firing
demonstrated the missiles' superior combat capability to promptly



respond to aerial targets, such as attack drones or cruise missiles.

SL-OPPOSITION LEADERS

In Sri Lanka, the arrest of former president Ranil
Wickremesinghe has united the opposition in the island nation.
Several opposition leaders addressed the media earlier today where
they condemned the move by the investigating authorities to arrest
Mr Wickremesinghe. Speaking under the theme "“Let's defeat the
constitutional dictatorship,” the parties accused the government of
using the law to target political opponents. Leaders from several
opposition groups said the detention of Wickremesinghe was part of
a broader effort to weaken democratic institutions and silence
dissent. Former President Chandrika Bandaranaike Kumaratunga sent
a message expressing her opposition to the arrest. Former President
Maithripala Sirisena, and other leaders also expressed their support to
Mr. Wickremesinghe.

76 year old former President, Mr. Wickremesinghe was
remanded by Fort Magistrate’s court in a case on charges of misusing
state funds during a foreign tour in 2023. He was later admitted to
National Hospital where he was shifted to ICU on advice of doctors.

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FPIs

Foreign investors pumped in 6,207 crore rupees into the Indian debt
markets this month so far. However, as per the depositories data, foreign
portfolio investors, or FPIs, have pulled out 22,040 crore rupees from the
Indian equity markets till last week ending on 22nd of August. Reversing
three months of positive inflows, FPI had pulled out 17,741 crore rupees
from the equity markets in July, but made a net investment of 14,590 crore
rupees in June. The inflows stood at 19,860 crore rupees in May, making it

the best-performing month of the 2025 calendar year so far.
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
