EVE PM - INDEPENDENCE DAY

The Nation celebrates its 79th Independence Day today. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi led the Independence Day celebrations from the
iconic Red Fort in Delhi and hoisted the National Flag.

Addressing the nation from the ramparts of the iconic monument, Mr
Modi saluted the brave soldiers of Operation Sindoor, saying that the
Operation is a powerful testament to the valour and precision of the
country's armed forces. He said the government gave the Armed Forces a
free hand, allowing them to strategise, set the target, and decide the
timing. The Prime Minister said, the country's brave soldiers gave the
enemies a befitting reply, beyond their imagination. He highlighted that the
Indian Armed Forces attacked hundreds of kilometres into enemy territory
in Pakistan and turned terrorist headquarters to dust. He said, every Indian
was angered by the horrors perpetrated by terrorists in Pahalgam and
Operation Sindoor is the expression of their anger. Mr Modi said that India
has now decided, blood and water will not flow together.

The Prime Minister mentioned that the people of the country have
now realised that the Indus Waters Treaty was unjust. He said that India
will no longer tolerate nuclear blackmail.

Prime Minister Modi said that India will launch Mission Sudarshan
Chakra to create a powerful weapon system to thwart any attempt by
enemies. Mr Modi said, in the next ten years, by 2035, this national
security shield will be expanded, strengthened and modernised. He linked
the mission to the legendary Shri Krishna’s Sudarshan Chakra, highlighting
how India draws inspiration from its rich cultural and mythological heritage
to guide modern defence innovations.

The Prime Minister underscored Atmanirbhar Bharat as one of the
key foundational planks for Viksit Bharat, citing India’s advances in
defence, technology, energy, space, and manufacturing. He hailed
Operation Sindoor as a demonstration of India’s defence self-reliance. Mr
Modi emphasised that indigenous capabilities, including Made-in-India
weapons, enable India to act decisively and independently, proving that
national security cannot rely on foreign dependence.

Mr Modi said he will stand like a wall to protect the interests of
farmers and fishermen, and India will never compromise on their interests.

The Prime Minister announced the roll out of PM Viksit
Bharat Rozgar Yojana with an outlay of around one lakh crore
rupees for the youth of the country. Under this scheme, upto 15
thousand rupees will be given by the government as a one-month
EPF wage incentive to newly employed youth in private sector.
The payment will be given in two installments of six months each.
Furthermore, upto 3000 rupees per month per new employee will
be given to employers for creation of new job opportunities. The
Government will incentivize employers for each additional
employment hired for at least six months. For the manufacturing
sector, incentives will be extended to the 3rd and 4th years as
well. Mr Modi said, under this scheme, new employment
opportunities will be created for three crore 50 lakh youth.

The Prime Minister announced the introduction of Next-Generation
GST reforms by this Diwali, aimed at reducing taxes on daily-use items. He
said, the reform will bring relief to the common man, farmers, middle class
and Micro, Small, and Medium Enterprises and stimulate economic activity.

The Prime Minister also announced the creation of a dedicated
Reform Task Force to drive next-generation reforms. He said, its mandate
is to accelerate economic growth, cut red tape, modernise governance, and
prepare India for the demands of a 10 trillion dollar economy by 2047.

Mr Modi highlighted the dangers of demographic imbalance due to
infiltration and illegal migration in border areas. He announced the launch
of a High-Powered Demography Mission to address this national security
challenge, ensuring the unity, integrity, and rights of India’s citizens are
safeguarded.

Mr Modi pointed out that a large share of India’s budget still goes
toward importing petrol, diesel, and gas. He announced the launch of the
National Deepwater Exploration Mission to tap ocean resources, alongside
major expansions in solar, hydrogen, hydro and nuclear power.

The Prime Minister highlighted India’s focus on expanding nuclear

energy through private sector participation. He said that ten new nuclear



reactors are currently operational. Mr Modi emphasized that by India’s
100th year of independence, the nation aims to increase its nuclear energy
capacity tenfold, strengthening energy self-reliance and supporting
sustainable growth.

The Prime Minister said, India will launch Made in India
semiconductor chips by the end of this year, reflecting the nation’s growing
strength in critical technology sectors. He emphasized innovation in Al,
cybersecurity, deep-tech, and operating systems for global
competitiveness.

Celebrating the remarkable achievements of Group Captain
Shubhanshu Shukla, who has returned from the International Space
Station, the Prime Minister announced ambitious plans for India’s very own
space station, signalling a new era of indigenous space capabilities. Mr
Modi mentioned that in the space sector, India is preparing for Gaganyaan.
He highlighted that over 300 startups are actively innovating in satellites,
exploration, and cutting-edge space technologies, ensuring that India is not
just participating but leading globally in space science and exploration. Mr
Modi appealed to the young scientists, talented youth, engineers,
professionals and every department of the Government to produce Made-
in-India fighter jet engines for the aircraft.

The Prime Minister Modi saluted the dedication of RSS volunteers in
serving the nation over past one hundred years. He said, with the resolve
of Vyakti Nirman se Rashtra Nirman, Swayamsevaks dedicated their lives to
the welfare of the country. He said, RSS is the biggest NGO of the world,
which has a history of 100 years of dedication.

The Prime Minister also interacted with special guests invited for the
occasion and school students. The event culminated with the national
anthem and the release of tricolours balloons.

Upon his arrival at the Red Fort, the Prime Minister was received by
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and Minister of State for Defence Sanjay
Seth. Thereafter, Mr Modi received the Guard of Honour. As soon as the
National Flag was hoisted by Prime Minister Modi, flower petals were
showered at the venue by two Mi-17 helicopters of the Indian Air Force-
one trooping the national flag and the other trooping a flag depicting
Operation Sindoor. Earlier, before reaching the Red Fort, Mr Modi visited
Rajghat and paid tributes to the father of the nation, Mahatma Gandhi.

EXPORT- IMPORT GROWTH

India's merchandise exports showed a strong performance in July,
registering an increase of around 7.3 per cent to 37.24 billion dollars on an
annual basis. According to provisional data by the Ministry of Commerce
and Industry, major drivers of goods exports growth were engineering
goods, gems and jewellery, electronics, pharmaceuticals and organic and
inorganic chemicals. Among these, electronic goods exports increased
around 34 per cent from 2.81 billion dollars in July 2024 to 3.77 billion
dollars last month. However, the merchandise trade deficit increased to an
eight-month high of 27.35 billion dollars in July. This was due to sharp rise
of 8.6 per cent in imports which stood at 64.59 billion dollars during the
month. According to the estimates, in the April to July period of current
financial year, merchandise exports increased to 149.20 billion dollars,
while imports rose 244.01 billion dollars. The total exports of goods and
services during the same period is estimated at 277.63 billion dollars,
registering a growth of 5.23 per cent as compared to corresponding figure
last year.

ASEAN JOINT COMMITTEE MEETING

India hosted tenth Meeting of the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations-India Trade in Goods Agreement (AITIGA) Joint Committee and
related meetings in New Delhi. The meetings focused on advancing the
ongoing review of AITIGA to enhance its effectiveness, accessibility, and
trade facilitation capabilities. Co-chaired by Additional Secretary,
Department of Commerce Nitin Kumar Yadav, and Deputy Secretary
General (Trade) Malaysia Mastura Ahmad Mustafa, the meetings were held
between August 10 to 14 in hybrid format. Delegates from all the ten
ASEAN member states participated in the meeting.

EVE. TRUMP - PUTIN

Russian Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov has said, Russia will make its
position clear during the upcoming meeting between Russian President
Vladimir Putin and US President Donald Trump in Anchorage, Alaska
tonight. Talking to a TV channel upon his arrival in Alaska, Lavrov said,
they are not planning anything in advance but they would make their
arguments clear. He noted that significant groundwork for the meeting had
been laid during the visit of Steve Witkoff, Trump's special envoy, to
Russia. Russian presidential aide Yuri Ushakov said, the meeting between
Putin and Trump will begin with a one-on-one session involving only the
two leaders and their interpreters, followed by expanded talks joined by
five delegates from each side. Ushakov said, the talks will focus on
resolving the Ukraine crisis, as well as addressing broader tasks for
ensuring peace and security, and current and most pressing international
and regional issues.

This will be their first meeting since Trump's return to the White
House in January this year. Ahead of the summit, Trump said, he believes
Putin is ready to end the war in Ukraine, but peace would likely require at
least a second meeting involving Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky.
