EVE TELANGANA - ASSEMBLY BILLS

The Telangana Legislative Assembly today unanimously passed the Panchayat
Raj (Amendment) Bill, 2025 and Telangana Municipalities (Amendment) Bill 2025
to facilitate the implementation of 42 percent reservation for Backward Classes in
the upcoming local body elections. The two bills propose to lift the 50 per cent
ceiling on total reservations and provide 42 per cent reservations in election of
members, chairpersons and mayors in Municipalities beside Panchayats.

Earlier, presenting the Bills, Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy reiterated the
state government’s commitment for providing 42 per cent reservation to
Backward Classes in education, employment and local bodies. He stated that the
42 percent quota in local body elections would strengthen their representation,
and asserted that Congress was delivering on its promise. He said, the 42 percent
quota will be implemented for Backward Classes in the upcoming local body
elections.

The opposition BRS members including K Takaramarao and G Kamalakar asked
the Government to follow scientific procedures to get Presidential ascent, and
work for constitution amendment in Parliament as Tamil Nadu state did to lift the

50 per cent ceiling. BJP suggested the government to create Backward Classes

In Australia, controversial anti-immigration rallies were held today in major
cities. Protesters called for an end to what they describe as mass migration. The
federal government strongly condemned the rallies.

INDIA CHINA (TAKE SUITABLY)

Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Chinese President Xi Jinping today

reaffirmed that the two countries were development partners and not rivals, and



that their differences should not turn into disputes. Both leaders met on the
sidelines of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization Summit in Tianjin. Prime
Minister Modi underlined the importance of peace and tranquility on the border
areas for continued development of bilateral relations. The two leaders noted with
satisfaction the successful disengagement last year and the maintenance of peace
and tranquility along the border areas since then. They expressed commitment to
a fair, reasonable, and mutually acceptable resolution of the boundary question
proceeding from the political perspective of their overall bilateral relations and the
long-term interests of the two peoples. They recognized the important decisions
taken by the two Special Representatives in their Talks earlier this month, and
agreed to further support their efforts.

The two leaders noted the need to strengthen people-to-people ties through
direct flights and visa facilitation, building on the resumption of Kailash
Manasarovar Yatra and tourist visa. On economic and trade relations, they
recognized the role of the two economies to stabilize world trade. They
underlined the need to proceed from a political and strategic direction to expand
bilateral trade and investment ties and reduce trade deficit. Prime Minister noted
that India and China both pursue strategic autonomy, and their relations should
not be seen through a third country lens. The two leaders deemed it necessary to
expand common ground on bilateral, regional, and global issues and challenges,
like terrorism and fair trade in multilateral platforms.
