The PM informed that the government has also launched a new scheme, PM

scheme and small districts will be focused under this scheme.

INDIA - AIRBUS C-295

India has received the final batch of 16 Airbus C-295 military transport aircraft,

marking a significant upgrade to its defence capabilities. The handover took place
today in Seville, Spain, with Indian Ambassador Dinesh K Patnaik and senior Indian
Air Force officials in attendance. The delivery came two months ahead of
schedule at Airbus’s Seville assembly line, as confirmed by the Embassy of India in

Madrid on X. In October 2024, Prime Ministers Pedro Sanchez and Narendra
Modi launched the TATA Aircraft Complex in Vadodara, Gujarat, where 40

additional C-295s will be manufactured. A total of 56 aircraft will be delivered

under the programme.

UPI RECORD

India’s digital payment backbone, Unified Payments Interface (UPI), posted a
fresh record in July 2025 with 1,947 crore transactions amounting to a staggering

25.1 lakh crore rupees. The figures mark a robust 35 per cent year-on-year jump

in transaction volumes and a 22 per cent increase in value, underscoring the

continued dominance of UPI in the digital payments ecosystem. On a daily basis,
average UPI transaction count rose to 62.8 crore, up from 61.3 crore in June. The

average daily transaction value also grew, reaching 80,919 crore rupees in July

from 80,131 crore rupees the previous month, indicating sustained momentum in

consumer and merchant adoption. The July surge reflects both the rising comfort
of users with digital payments and deeper penetration into Tier 2 and Tier 3

markets. This also marks the highest monthly transaction count and value ever
recorded on the UPI platform. Industry experts believe the consistent growth is
being driven by innovations like credit on UPI, recurring payments, and
government-led efforts to promote cashless transactions.

NADDA ORGAN DONATION DAY



Union Health and Family Welfare Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda today said
last year the country achieved a remarkable milestone by performing nearly 18

thousand nine hundred transplants, the highest in a single year. Addressing the
15th Organ Donation Day in New Delhi, the Minister said, in 2023 more than

three lakh citizens pledged to donate organs through National Organ and Tissue
Transplant Organisation (NOTTO). The Minister also underscored the India ranks
third globally in organ transplantation. He highlighted that organ donation is one
of the most noble practices of humanity. Mr Nadda said each organ donor is a
silent hero whose selfless act transforms grief into hope and loss into the life.

During the event, the Minister also felicitated the families of various organ
donors and recipients of different organs. Mr Nadda also released NOTTQO’s
Annual Report, e-Newsletter and three awareness booklets on Organ Donation
Awareness, Organ Health through Ayurveda and Yoga, and Best Practices by
States.

REMUNERATION-BLOs

The Election Commission has doubled the remuneration for Booth Level
Officers (BLOs) and enhanced the remuneration of BLO Supervisors involved in
the preparation and revision of electoral rolls. The poll body, in a statement
informed that as per the revised structure, the annual remuneration for BLOs has
been doubled from six thousand rupees to twelve thousand rupees. Additionally,
the incentive for BLOs for the revision of electoral rolls has been increased from
one thousand rupees to two thousand rupees. BLO Supervisors, who play a crucial
role in overseeing the electoral roll preparation process, will now receive eighteen
thousand rupees annually, up from twelve thousand rupees.The Election
Commission has provided an honorarium for AEROs and EROs for the first time

who will be given 25 thousand rupees and 30 thousand rupees, respectively. The

poll body has also approved a special incentive of six thousand rupees for BLOs
for Special Intensive Revision-SIR starting from Bihar.

DELHI COURT - VADRA

A Delhi court has issued a notice to Robert Vadra, husband of Congress MP
Priyanka Gandhi Vadra, in connection with the Shikohpur land deal case. The



Rouse Avenue Court took cognisance of the charge sheet filed by the
Enforcement Directorate (ED) in the high-profile money laundering case and

issued notices to a total of 11 individuals, including Vadra. The case will come up
for further hearing on August 28. The ED has filed a charge sheet against Vadra

and ten others in a case involving the alleged purchase of 3.53 acres of land in

Shikohpur village, Gurugram, through alleged fraudulent means. The investigating
agency claims that the proceeds of crime were routed through multiple
companies controlled by Vadra. As part of the investigation, the ED has already

attached 43 properties linked to Vadra and his company, Sky Light Hospitality Pvt.
Ltd., worth a total of 37.64 crore rupees. The origins of the case trace back to a
2008 FIR filed by the Gurugram Police, which alleged that Vadra's company had
purchased land from Onkareshwar Properties Pvt. Ltd. for 7.5 crore rupees
allegedly using a false declaration. In 2012, the same parcel of land was sold to
DLF Ltd., a leading real estate firm, for 58 crore rupees, raising concerns over the
legality and nature of the transaction.
