CABINET BRIEFING

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs, chaired by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, has approved the 177-kilometre-long doubling of
the Bhagalpur - Dumka - Rampurhat single railway line Section in Bihar,
Jharkhand and West Bengal with a total cost of approximately 3,169 crore
rupees. The Committee has also approved the Construction of a 4-lane
greenfield access-controlled Mokama-Munger section of the Buxar-
Bhagalpur High-Speed Corridor, Bihar on Hybrid Annuity Mode (HAM) with
a total project length of over 82 kilometres and Total Capital Cost of over
4,447 crore rupees. Briefing media in New Delhi today about the Cabinet
Committee's decision taken under the chairmanship of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw
said, the enhanced line capacity will improve mobility, providing enhanced
efficiency and service reliability for Indian Railways. He added that the



multi-tracking proposal will ease operations and reduce congestion,
providing the much-required infrastructural development on the busiest
sections across Indian Railways. Mr. Vaishnaw mentioned that the projects
are in line with the Prime Minister Narendra Modi's vision of a New India
which will make people of the region Atmanirbhar by way of
comprehensive development in the area which will enhance their
employment/ self-employment opportunities.

Highlighting the Mokama-Munger section of the Buxar-Bhagalpur
High-Speed Corridor Bihar, Mr. Vaishnaw said that the section passes
through or provides connectivity to important regional cities such as
Mokama, Barahiya, Lakhisarai, Jamalpur, Munger, connecting to Bhagalpur.
He said that the proposed project with 82.40 kilometres will generate
about 14.83 lakh man-days of direct employment and 18.46 lakh man-days
of indirect employment. The Minister said that the project will also induce
additional employment opportunities due to increase in economic activity in
the vicinity of the proposed corridor.

The Chief Secretary of the Government of Nepal, Eaknarayan Aryal is
discussing with the secretaries about easing the delivery of basic services
in the current adverse situation. Meanwhile, the Nepali Army have taken
strict control of Kathmandu valley. Four people have been arrested on
charges of looting the Bhatbhateni Supermarket in Maharajgunj. The
security bodies also seized currency more than Rs 3.37 million from
different individuals involved in robbery from Gaushala-Chabahil and
Bouddha area. In a related incident, NA confiscated Rs 232,500 and USD
2,500 from the Dilli Bazaar-Narayanthan area when suspects fled from the



site.

The Army also confirmed the recovery of one additional looted
firearm, bringing the total number of weapons recovered so far to 32.
Furthermore, 26 inmates who had escaped from the District Prison in
Dadeldhura have been rearrested. Security personnel also successfully
thwarted an attempted prison break at the Central Jail in Dilli Bazaar,
Kathmandu. The Supreme Court has suspended the hearing of cases until
the next notice. Life in Jhapa and Dhangadhi in East Nepal is returning to
normalcy with the deployment of security forces.

JITENDRA SINGH - PENSION ADALAT
