EFLU: The Telangana Health Department signed an agreement with English and
Foreign Languages University (EFLU) to provide German and Japanese language
training to students of government nursing colleges. The MoU was signed today in
the presence of State Health Minister Damodar Rajanarsimha. Speaking on the
occasion, the Minister described nursing as a ‘“sacred profession that saves lives”
and praised selfless services of nurses, especially during the Covid pandemic.

The Minister noted that nurses from Telangana possess strong professional skills
but often miss out on opportunities in Germany and Japan due to language barriers.




To bridge this gap, EFLU will provide both virtual and direct training in German
and Japanese over two years, awarding certificates that will help nurses secure
overseas jobs.
