PM GUJARAT VISIT  
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a day-long visit to Gujarat 
today. He will participate in ‘Samudra se Samriddhi’ event and inaugurate 
and lay the foundation stone of multiple development projects worth over 
34 thousand 200 crore rupees at Bhavnagar. The Prime Minister will also 
address the gathering on the occasion. The projects to be launched today 
cater to multiple sectors including maritime, LNG infrastructure, renewable 



energy, highways, healthcare and urban transport. Our correspondent 
reports, inauguration of Mumbai International Cruise Terminal at Indira 
Dock is one of the major projects to be launched today.

 Among the Projects to be launched today, projects of the 
maritime sector alone are valued at over ₹7,800 crore. This 
includes major projects like a new cruise terminal in Mumbai, new 
container facilities at key ports in Kolkata and Paradip, and a 
Green Bio-Methanol Plant at Deendayal Port, which are set to 
improve cargo movement and trade. The new projects worth over 
₹26,300 crore will be launched in Gujarat, which will include new 
energy plants like the LNG terminal at Chhara Port, and a major 
healthcare expansion at hospitals in Bhavnagar and Jamnagar and 
four-laning of 70 km of national highways.

 India has been re-elected to the Council of Administration (CA) and 
the Postal Operations Council (POC) of the Universal Postal Union (UPU) 
during the 28th UPU Congress held in Dubai, United Arab Emirates. 
Ministry of Communications in a statement said that India’s re-election 
reflects the confidence of the international community in India Post’s 
leadership, reforms, and innovative digital initiatives. India has been a 
member of the UPU since 1876 and has consistently contributed to 
strengthening the global postal network. The Universal Postal Union, a 
specialised agency of the United Nations, is the primary forum for 
cooperation among postal sector stakeholders. The Council of 
Administration is responsible for policy, regulatory and governance matters, 
while the POC is the technical and operational body that drives the 
modernisation of postal services worldwide. The Ministry said that with this 
re-election, India will continue to play a proactive role in shaping the future 
of the global postal sector, driving innovation, inclusivity, and development. 
India has also expressed its intent to take on a leadership role within the 
Council of Administration during the forthcoming cycle.

GST REFORMS-ELECTRONICS 
 



  In a landmark move towards simplifying the tax structure and easing 
the financial burden on citizens, Prime Minister Narendra Modi in his 
Independence Day address this year announced the next generation GST 
reforms. The new tax rates will be implemented from Monday. Today we 
will take a look at the potential impact of these reforms on the electronics 
appliances sector.

 The Government has announced a big relief for the 
Electronics industry by reducing GST rates on household 
electronic items. The Tax rate on items like  Air Conditioners and 
Dishwashers has been brought down from 28 per cent to 18 per 
cent. The significant step will not just support localisation efforts 
but will also reduce import dependence. Similarly cut down of tax 
on Television and Non TV monitors has been slashed to 18 percent 
from the previously taxed 28 percent. The move will directly boost 
demand for these appliances, helping domestic producers expand 
the market size. Talking to Akashvani, a resident of Delhi, 
Shubhanan Misra, welcomed the new reforms. He said that this 
move will make household products more affordable and cheaper.

EC-VOTE DELETION 
 The Election Commission has reiterated that no deletion of any vote 
can be done online by any individual from the public. The Commission said, 
there has been no wrongful deletion of electors in Aland, Karnataka. It 
said, an FIR was registered by the authority of ECI itself in 2023 against 



suspicious attempt of deletions. The Poll Body said, although elector of the 
constituency can fill Form 7 online to apply for deletion of an entry from 
that particular constituency, it does not mean that the entry gets 
automatically deleted merely by submitting the Form 7. It said, as per 
Registration of Electors Rules, 1960, no name is deleted from the roll 
without issuing a notice to the affected person and giving him an 
opportunity of being heard. 
 The Commission said, in the case of Aland, six thousand 18 
applications in Form 7 for deletion were submitted online. On verification, 
only 24 applications were found to be genuine, while five thousand 994 
were found to be incorrect. Accordingly, 24 applications were accepted. It 
said, suspecting the genuineness of such a large number of applications for 
deletion, an inquiry was conducted and subsequently an FIR was registered 
by Electoral Registration Officer, Aland.  
 In the case of Rajura in Chandrapur, Maharashtra, a total of seven 
thousand 792 applications for new voter registration were received. On 
verification, six thousand 861 applications were found invalid and got 
rejected. Suspecting the genuineness of such a large number of 
applications for addition, an inquiry was conducted by Electoral 
Registration Officer, Rajura and FIR was registered.
