REV. UNGA-INDIA-PAK:

India has charged Pakistan of glorifying terrorism and distorting facts about the India-
Pakistan conflict. Exercising India’s right to reply at the UN General Assembly after
Pakistan Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif's address, First Secretary in India’s Permanent
Mission to the UN, Petal Gahlot blamed Pakistan of being responsible for terrorist
attacks on Indian soil. She emphasized on India’s right to self-defence. The First
Secretary said, the assembly witnessed absurd theatrics this morning from the Prime
Minister of Pakistan, who once again glorified terrorism, which is central to their
foreign policy. Responding to Sharif's claims of wanting peace with India, she
reiterated that Pakistan must immediately shut down all terrorist camps and hand over
the wanted terrorists. During her speech, Ms Gahlot highlighted India's counter-terror
operations, particularly Operation Sindoor, which targeted terror hideouts in
Bahawalpur and Muridke in Pakistan. She said, senior Pakistani military and civilian

officials pu33blicly glorify and pay homage to notorious terrorists. Responding to

Shehbaz Sharif's claims about the recent conflict between the two countries, Gahlot
termed it bizarre and misleading.

RBI-WMA LIMIT: The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has said the limit for Ways and
Means Advances (WMA) for the central government for the second half of the financial
year 2025-26 will be 50,000 crore rupees. The WMA are temporary advances given by
the RBI to the central, state governments and Union Territories to tide over any
mismatch in receipts and payments. The Central bank in a statement yesterday said,
the WMA has been decided in consultation with the Central government. It added that
Reserve Bank of India may trigger fresh floatation of market loans when the Centre
utilises 75 per cent of the WMA limit. Both RBI and Government, retains the flexibility
to revise the WMA limit at any time taking into consideration the prevailing
circumstances. The interest rate on WMA will be the prevailing repo rate and on
overdraft it will be 2 per cent above the repo rate

WORLD TOURISM DAY: World Tourism Day is being celebrated across the globe
today. Observed every year on 27" September, the day highlights the importance of
tourism in connecting people, fostering cultural exchange, and supporting economic
development. The theme for this year is Tourism and Sustainable Transformation that
emphasizes tourism’s power to promote positive change. The day commemorates the
adoption of the United Nations World Tourism Organisation statutes in 1970. It was
celebrated for the first time in the year 1980. Over the decades, the day has
highlighted the sector's contribution to socio-economic development and the



advancement of the global Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Tourism is one of
the major economic sectors, contributing to exports and promoting global prosperity.
In the last decade, the Government has taken up many transformative initiatives to
scale up and revolutionise this sector so that it can realise its full potential as a force
for economic growth, employment generation, and cultural diplomacy. As on June
2025, in India, inbound tourism stood at 16.5 lakh visitors, while outbound tourism
was recorded at 84.4 lakh travellers. This activity contributed to foreign exchange
earnings amounting to 51 thousand 532 crores rupees. In addition, as per the
provisional estimates of the National Accounts Statistics 2025, the tourism sector
contributed 15.73 lakh crore rupees to India’s GDP in 2023-24, accounting for 5.22
percent of the total economy.

IMD-WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange
colour warning for very heavy rainfall over parts of Central and South Peninsular India
today. The IMD said that heavy rainfall is very likely at isolated places over Andhra
Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Gujarat, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh, South Interior
Karnataka, Tamil Nadu Puducherry, Karaikal, West Bengal and Sikkim. The weather
department also forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall, with isolated extremely heavy
rainfall over Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Odisha, Konkan and Goa for the next
three to four days. Thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds are also
likely to prevail over Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Bihar,
Jharkhand, Rayalaseema, Telangana, West Bengal, Sikkim and Chhattisgarh till the
30th of this month.

PALESTINIAN AMBASSADOR-PM MODI: Palestine’s Ambassador to India Abdullah

Abu Shawesh has praised the government led by Prime Minister Narendra Modi for
supporting the Palestinian people. Speaking to the media, Mr Shawesh highlighted that
the Indian government, under the leadership of Prime Minister Modi, is supporting the
United Nations Relief and Works Agency, which is responsible for aiding Palestinian
refugees.

Central Agencies have succeeded in extraditing Babbar Khalsa International (BKI)
terrorist Parminder Singh Pindi from Abu Dhabi, UAE to India. According to police
sources, Pindi is a close aide of two foreign-based terrorists and was involved in
multiple heinous crimes, including petrol bomb attacks, violent assaults and extortions
in the Batala-Gurdaspur region of Punjab. Acting swiftly on a Red Corner Notice (RCN)
requested by the police, a dedicated four-member team coordinated with the Ministry
of External Affairs and UAE authorities to successfully brought the accused back to
face justice.
