REV. EVE. PM ODISHA VISIT 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi launched over 97,500 new 4G mobile 
towers across India, including 92,600 towers equipped with fully 
indigenous technology, as part of a major push to expand digital 
infrastructure. The towers installed by BSNL at a cost of approximately 
37,000 crore rupees are expected to bring high-speed internet to 30,000 
additional villages. While announcing the rollout during his day-long visit to 
Jharsuguda, Odisha, Prime Minister Modi said that India had missed the 
bus on 2G, 3G, and 4G technologies. He further said that BSNL’s 
indigenously developed 4G network now places India among the few 
nations capable of building and supporting its own telecom networks. In his 
address to the public, Mr. Modi emphasized the government's reform since 
2014. He said that following the introduction of GST in 2017, tax burden 
has significantly reduced from the citizens. 
 Prime Minister Modi also flagged off Amrit Bharat Express between 
Odisha's Berhampur and Udhna at Surat in Gujarat, and announced major 
upgrade for two medical colleges, that is MKCG Medical College in 
Berhampur and VIMSAR in Burla-Sambalpur, transforming them into world-
class super-speciality hospitals.  
 Highlighting Odisha's potential, Mr. Modi said recent approval for two 
semiconductor units and plans for a semiconductor park marked a 
significant leap in the state's industrial growth. This decade will be 
prosperous for Odisha, he added, crediting the state's progress to the 
double-engine government of centre and state.  
 Odisha Chief Minister Mohan Charan Manjhi, present at the event, 
hailed Prime Minister Modi as the world's most popular leader and a source 
of inspiration for the state's 4.5 crore residents.

JAISHANKAR UNGA 
 External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar has stated that India has a 
neighbour that is an epicentre of global terrorism and it has confronted the 
challenge of terrorism since independence. In his address at the general 
debate of the 80th session of the UN General Assembly, Dr Jaishankar 
underlined that for decades now, major international terrorist attacks are 
traced back to that one country. He further stated that UN’s designated 
lists of terrorists are replete with its nationals. He gave the example of the 
murder of innocent tourists in Pahalgam in April this year. He said India 
exercised its right to defend its people against terrorism and brought its 
organizers and perpetrators to justice. 
 The External Affairs Minister said that it is essential that there is 
much deeper international cooperation because terrorism is a shared 
threat. 
 Dr Jaishankar also stated that an objective report card will show that 
the UN is in a state of crisis. He said resistance to reform has been central 
to the erosion of UN’s credibility. He called for expansion of both 
permanent and non-permanent membership of the Council. He said that a 
reformed Council must be truly representative and India stands ready to 
assume greater responsibilities. 
 Dr Jaishankar said the world is now seeing tariff volatility and 
uncertain market access. He emphasised that de-risking is a growing 
compulsion now, whether from limited sources of supply or over-
dependence on a particular market. 
 He pointed out that energy and food security have been the first 
casualties of conflict and disruption, especially since 2022. He said better-
off societies insulated themselves by having the first call and resource-
stressed ones scrambled to survive, only to hear sanctimonious lectures. 
 Dr Jaishankar said India will always maintain its freedom of choice 



and will always be a voice of the Global South. He said  that the nation 
remains determined to protect its people and secure their interests at 
home and abroad. He highlighted the three key concepts of ‘Atmanirbharta' 
or self-reliance, ‘Atmaraksha' or securing oneself and 'Atmavishwas' or self-
confidence that guide India's approach in the contemporary world.

 The death toll in the political rally stampede has risen to 36. More 
than 50 are under treatment at various hospitals. Tamilnadu Chief Minister 
MK.Stalin has announced Rs. ten lakh ex gratia for the families of those 
who died in the stampede at Karur today. The Chief Minister met his 
cabinet, expressed condolences to the bereaved families  and announced 
that a one member commission led by former Justice Aruna Jadeesan has 
been appointed by the State Government  to inquire into the incident. 
Those who are under treatment at the ICU will be given Rs. One lakh from 
the Chief Minister's relief fund.

He has expressed his 
condolences to the bereaved families. The Centre has asked for a report by 
the State Government on the issue today. The road show by the Tamilaga 
Vetri Kazhagam by Actor Vijay which began in the evening around three 
went on for more than three hours with people of all ages rushing to have 
a glimpse  of the actor. The public and the workers of the  Tamilaga Vetri 
Kazhagam swarmed around the vehicle when the incident happened.
