PIYUSH GOYAL-UAE VISIT

Union Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal today began a
two-day visit to the United Arab Emirates aimed at strengthening trade and
investment ties, while expanding collaboration in education, technology,
and emerging sectors.

Mr Goyal co-chaired the 13th meeting of the India-UAE High-Level
Joint Task Force on Investments with the Managing Director of the Abu
Dhabi Investment Authority Sheikh Hamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan. The UAE
delegation included Minister of Foreign Trade Dr. Thani bin Ahmed Al
Zeyoudi, Chairman of the Abu Dhabi Department of Economic Development
Ahmed Jassim Al Zaabi and senior officials. India was represented by
Ambassador Sunjay Sudhir and officials from key ministries and agencies,
including the Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade,
Ministry of Food Processing, Ports and Shipping, Health, Reserve Bank of
India, NPCI, and Invest India.

Talks reviewed the progress of the Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement (CEPA), which has lifted bilateral trade close to 100
billion dollar in the past three years. Non-oil, non-precious metals trade
currently stands at 55 billion dollar, with a new target of 100 billion dollar
set for the next three years. In the first half of 2025 alone, bilateral non-oil
trade rose 34 per cent year-on-year to nearly 38 billion dollar.

The two sides also assessed investment projects, including Bharat
Mart, a 2.7 million square foot facility in Dubai’s Jebel Ali Free Zone that



will enable Indian exporters to showcase products globally. Future
cooperation was identified in sectors such as maritime, space, defense and
aerospace, data centers, pharmaceuticals, food processing, fisheries,
textiles, leather, and home decor. Discussions extended to exploring joint
initiatives in Africa and Central Asia, combining India’s skilled workforce
with UAE’s financial strength.

The BJP has accused Congress leader Rahul Gandhi of repeatedly
making incorrect and baseless allegations against the Election Commission.

AMIT SHAH-BEGUSARAI

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah today said that the
NDA government has provided Bihar with assistance of more than 14.85
lakh crore rupees over the past 11 years for development projects and
works. Addressing a meeting of BJP leaders and workers in Begusarai, he
said that during the UPA government’s tenure from 2004 to 2014, Bihar
had received only 2.80 lakh crore rupees. Mr. Shah said that the Rashtriya
Janata Dal and the Congress are trying to mislead people over the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) campaign. He clarified that the name of no Indian
citizen will be removed from the voter list. Mr. Shah said that the SIR is an
exercise to free the electoral rolls from infiltrators.

The senior BIP leader asserted that infiltrators will not be allowed to
vote under any circumstances, as this is the BJP’s firm commitment. He
further said that RID and Congress, due to their vote-bank politics, are
opposing the removal of infiltrators from the electoral rolls. Earlier in the
day, Mr. Shah arrived in Begusarai, where he participated in a meeting



held at the Refinery Township ground. Besides Begusarai, leaders and
workers from a total of 10 districts-Patna Rural, Patna Metropolitan, Barh,
Nalanda, Sheikhpura, Munger, Jamui, Lakhisarai, and Khagaria-also
attended.

PUNJAB - JITENDER SINGH

Union Minister of State in the Prime Minister’s Office, Dr Jitendra
Singh said that the revival of Ujh River Multipurpose Project in Kathua
district would benefit Punjab and Jammu and Kashmir in many ways
including curbing cross-border infiltration.

He said after the completion of the project, it would enhance
utilization of waters of Eastern Rivers like Ravi, Beas and Sutlej, allotted to
India as per the Indus Water Treaty to address chronic water shortages.
He said this would facilitate irrigation of nearly 90,000 hectares of
agricultural land in Gurdaspur and Pathankot in Punjab and Samba and
Kathua in Jammu and Kashmir.

Dr Singh said that at present, the uncontrolled flow of water is
causing damage to farmland and BSF establishments during natural
disasters like the recent spate of floods in Punjab. At the same time, it is
also providing vulnerable entry points for infiltration.

The Minister was speaking to media during his visit to the flood-hit
parts of Pathankot on the second day of his tour to the affected areas. He
visited some affected villages in Pathankot and met the flood victims. He
assured that compensation would be provided for damages suffered by
their houses and shops.

IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy
rainfall at isolated places over Parts of Northeastern states, Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Madhya Maharashtra and Sub Himalayan West
Bengal during the next two to three days. Similar conditions are expected
over Southern states over Andhra Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala,
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Karaikal till tomorrow. The Met Department
has also predicted thunderstorms accompanied with lightning and gusty
winds at isolated places over Andaman and Nicobar Islands for next five to
six days.
