India beat Pakistan by five wickets to win their ninth Asia Cup at the



Dubai International Cricket Stadium in Dubai, UAE, with Tilak Varma taking
them with an unbeaten innings that proved decisive in the tournament's
dramatic conclusion. The victory extended India's perfect record against
Pakistan in this tournament, having defeated them in all three encounters
including group stage and Super Four matches on September 14 and
September 21 respectively. A report:

India won the toss and elected to field first, with Pakistan

openers Sahibzada Farhan and Fakhar Zaman providing a solid
foundation with an 84-run partnership in 9 overs before being
separated. However, Pakistan's innings faltered thereafter,
eventually being bowled out for 146 runs in the last over, setting
India a modest target of 147 runs for victory. India’s chase began
with lose of early wickets , slumping to 20/3 within the fourth

over as Pakistan's bowlers, led by Faheem Ashraf, struck

repeatedly. The responsibility fell to Shubman Gill and Tilak
Varma to stabilize the innings, though Gill’s dismissal while
attempting to clear the infield left India precariously placed.

Sanju Samson joined Varma to forge a crucial 57-run partnership
that reignited Indian hopes, in the 13th over Sanju Samson was

dismissed. Shivam Dube'’s arrival marked the turning point as he
partnered with Tilak Varma to score 28 runs off the 15th and 16th

overs, reducing the equation to 36 runs from the final four overs.

The duo maintained their composure through the closing stages,
with Tilak Varma remaining unbeaten on 69 runs from 53,

stealing the Asia cup in style in a last over six, and quiding India
home with two balls remaining. His match-winning knock




showcased the temperament and skill that Indian cricket fans will

In the post match press conference Indian captain Suryakumar
Yadav announced his decision to donate his entire match fees from the
Asia Cup 2025 tournament to the Indian Army, he also reflected on what
he described as an extraordinary situation where "a champion team is
denied to get a trophy" despite their hard-earned tournament victory,
calling it something he had never witnessed in his cricket career.
Throughout the press conference, Yadav maintained that the team's
unbeaten campaign and the collective effort of players like Tilak Varma,
Kuldeep Yadav, and Sanju Samson represented the true essence of their
achievement, stating that seeing "India Asia Cup 2025 Champions"
displayed on screens across the venue was validation enough for their
historic ninth Asia Cup title.

REV. HM-NAXAL MUKT

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said that today, the Northeast
and Jammu and Kashmir are progressing on the path of development and
peace. He was speaking at the valedictory session of the national summit
‘Naxal Mukt Bharat: Ending Red Terror Under Modi's Leadership’ in New
Delhi.

Mr. Shah stated that the government has worked on three key
pillars—dialogue, security, and coordination—which led to a 70 per cent
reduction in security personnel deaths in the Northeast between 2014 and
2024, compared to the previous decade from 2004 to 2014. Civilian deaths
due to violence in the region have also dropped by 85 per cent during the
same period.

Highlighting efforts in the Northeast, the Home Minister noted that 12
major peace accords have been signed, and over 10,500 youth have
surrendered and joined the mainstream. In Jammu and Kashmir, he said
the abrogation of Article 370 and targeted action against Pakistan-
sponsored terrorism have brought significant results. Since then, security
personnel casualties have dropped by 65 per cent and civilian deaths by 77
per cent.

Mr. Shah also pointed out that in 2014, there were 126 Naxal-
affected districts in the country, primarily in Chhattisgarh. This number has
now decreased by 18, and the most-affected districts have come down
from 36 to just six.

The Home Minister reiterated that when the Narendra Modi
government took office in 2014, India faced three major internal security
challenges—Jammu & Kashmir, the Northeast, and the Left-Wing
Extremism corridor.
