SINGAPORE PM-INDIA VISIT

Prime Minister of Singapore Lawrence Wong will arrive on a three day
visit to India this evening. Mr Wong will hold bilateral talks with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and hold an interaction with Indian Industry &
Business. A number of agreements are set to be inked during Mr Wong'’s
visit, including in the areas of skill development, finance and digital, civil
aviation, space collaboration, and shipping. Prime Minister Modi and Mr
Wong had agreed to elevate the bilateral ties to a Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership in their meeting in Singapore in September last year.

The visiting dignitary will also call on President Droupadi Murmu.
External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar and Union Education Minister
Dharmendra Pradhan will also meet Mr Wong.

Last month, India and Singapore held the third round of the
Ministerial Roundtable (ISMR) when a Singapore delegation was in India
led by Deputy Prime Minister Gan Kim Yong. They had held talks with the
Indian delegation which included Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman,
External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar, Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal,
and IT Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw.

Singapore is India’s biggest trading partner in Southeast Asia. The
two countries had 34.27 billion US dollar trade in the last fiscal year.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy
rainfall over Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand,
Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh and West Uttar Pradesh till tomorrow.

PM - RAJYA JEEVIKA NIDHI

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will launch Bihar Rajya Jeevika Nidhi
Saakh Sahkari Sangh Limited through video conferencing today. This
initiative is expected to strengthen entrepreneurship development among
rural women and accelerate the growth of community-led enterprises. On
the occasion, the Prime Minister will also transfer 105 crore rupees into the
institution’s bank account. The system will operate entirely on a digital
platform, ensuring faster and more transparent fund transfers directly into
the bank accounts of Jeevika Didis. To facilitate this, 12 thousand
community cadres are being equipped with tablets. Around 20 lakh women
from across the state of Bihar will witness this event.

The objective of establishing the Jeevika Nidhi is to provide easy
access to funds at affordable interest rates to community members
associated with Jeevika. All registered cluster-level federations of Jeevika
will become the members of the Society. For the operation of this
institution, the Bihar Government as well as the Central government will
contribute funds. The Jeevika Nidhi has been conceived as an alternative
financial system to reduce dependence on Microfinance Institutions and
ensure the timely availability of larger loan amounts at lower interest rates.
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Minister of Communications Jyotiraditya Scindia has said that India is
a global model of regulatory transformation anchored in vision, trust, and
inclusive innovation. Mr. Scindia made this remark while virtually
addressing a four-day Global Symposium for Regulators being organized by
International Telecommunication Union in Saudi Arabia.

The Minister outlined three key dimensions at the event that define a
regulator’s new role as a digital ecosystem builder. Mr. Scindia said that
regulators must move from reactive rule-setting to proactive ecosystem
design and must catalyse innovation by creating regulatory sandboxes. He
added that regulators must embed trust at the heart of the digital
economy-through citizen-centric policies, grievance redressal mechanisms,
and strong data protection standards to emerge as digital ecosystem
builders.

Pointing towards flagship Indian initiatives like Aadhaar, Jan Dhan
Yojana, BharatNet, and India Post, Mr Scindia said that these are not just
programs but living arteries of empowerment, that connect citizens with
dignity and opportunity. The Minister called for global efforts to harmonize
spectrum bands, rationalize costs, and ensure disaster-resilient green
networks. He proposed the development of a Digital Consumer Charter as
a global benchmark to ensure fairness, transparency, and trust in the
digital domain. Highlighting on India’s call for a balanced regulatory
approach in the development of Artificial Intelligence (AI), Mr Scindia said
that India supports innovation in AI while ensuring safety, ethics, and
inclusion. He added that India does not seek to impose restrictive rules
that hinder innovation, but equally, it cannot ignore the potential risks of Al
misuse.
