Members of the
Electoral College can vote according to their choice or wish and
are not bound by any party whip. The value of every vote cast in
the Vice-Presidential election has the same value. Presently, the
Lok Sabha has 542 Members and the Rajya Sabha has 239
Members. The electorate for the Vice Presidential election this
time is 781 and the majority mark at 391. The voting will begin at
10 AM and will continue till 5 PM. Counting of votes will be held
after 6 PM onwards. For the first time, the Election of the Vice
President will be held at the New Parliament Building. With

The
Prime Minister’s direct review is aimed at closely monitoring relief and
rehabilitation efforts to support the people of the two states during this
difficult time.

The 17th Asia Cup cricket will begin today with Afghanistan taking on
Hong Kong in the opening match in Abu Dhabi. The match will start at 8
PM Indian Standard Time. The tournament will run until September 28 and
will feature eight teams battling for the continental crown. Played
alternately in ODI and T20I formats since 2016, this year’s edition will be
contested in the T20 format, providing crucial preparation for next year’s
ICC Men’s T20 World Cup in India and Sri Lanka.

Team India is scheduled to start their campaign against hosts UAE in
Dubai in a Group 'A" match tomorrow at Dubai International Cricket
Stadium.

Pool B consists of Sri Lanka, Afghanistan, Hong Kong and
Bangladesh. Team India's final group stage clash will be against Oman on
September 19. The Super Four stage of the tournament will kickstart from
September 20 onwards. Each team, top-two from each group will be
playing three games in Dubai to earn a spot in the title clash, scheduled for
September 28.

The 6th round of Foreign Office Consultations between India and



New Zealand was held in New Delhi yesterday. During the meeting, the
two sides took stock of the full spectrum of bilateral relations, covering
defence and security, trade and investment, education, agriculture,
traditional medicine, climate change, sports, and people-to-people linkages.

NEPAL PROTEST

Nepal government has withdrawn its earlier decision to ban social
media sites after violent protests by youths that left at least 19 people
dead and over 300 injured. Nepal Minister for Communication, Information
and Broadcasting Prithvi Subba Gurung announced that the government
has withdrawn its earlier decision to ban social media sites following an
emergency meeting of the Cabinet. Gurung said, the ministry has ordered
the concerned agencies to start the process of resuming the social media
sites as per the demands of the ‘Gen Z', which spearheaded a massive
protest in front of the Parliament in the heart of Kathmandu. Three days
ago, the Nepal government had ordered to ban 26 social media sites,
including Facebook and ‘X’ over their failure to register with the Nepal
government. The demonstration turned violent yesterday when some
protesters entered the Parliament complex, prompting police to use water
cannons, tear gas, and live rounds to disperse crowds. Meanwhile, social
media sites such as Facebook, X" and WhatsApp have come back into
operation from last night.

The Supreme Court has directed the Election Commission to treat the
Aadhaar card as a 12th document, which can be produced as a proof of
identity for the purpose of inclusion in the revised voters list of Bihar. This
means that Aadhaar card can be submitted as a stand-alone document for
inclusion in the voters list. However, the Court also clarified in its order that
Aadhaar is not a proof of citizenship.

NEPAL

At least 19 people have been killed and over 340 were injured in Nepal
after protests led by Gen Z demonstrators over government's ban on
major social media platforms turned violent. The ban, which began on
September 4, blocks unregistered platforms like Facebook, Instagram, X,
and YouTube. The unrest intensified after police opened fire on protesters
who stormed the Federal Parliament in Kathmandu. Demonstrations, led
mostly by Gen Z, have now spread across the country. In response, the
government has set up an inquiry committee and imposed curfews in
several areas to control the situation.
