Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Punjab tomorrow to review the flood 
situation. He is expected to personally assess local conditions and 
understand ground realities to ensure maximum assistance for the affected 
people. Punjab BJP President Sunil Jakhar confirmed the visit in a social 
media post. He said the Prime Minister is deeply concerned about the crisis 
and is closely monitoring developments. Mr Jakhar reiterated that the 
Government of India stands firmly with the people of Punjab. Earlier, Union 
Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan visited the state to evaluate the 
situation. Two central inter-ministerial teams have also been deputed to 
assess the damage caused by the floods.

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EVE YAMUNA LEVEL  
 In the National Capital, the water level of the Yamuna River is 
receding, but the city continues to grapple with a flood-like situation as the 
level still remains above the danger mark. According to the latest update, 
the water level at the Old Railway Bridge has dropped to 205.42 metres. As 
a precautionary measure, residents of low-lying areas have been relocated 
to safer locations and relief camps.  
 The warning mark for the city is 204.50 metres, while the danger 
mark is 205.33 metres, and evacuation of people starts at 206 metres. The 
Old Railway Bridge serves as a key observation point for tracking the river's 
flow and potential flood risks.

In tennis, Carlos Alcaraz won his second U.S. Open men’s single title by 
defeating Jannik Sinner and reclaiming the No. 1 ranking in Men’s Tennis. 
Carlos Alcaraz defeated Sinner with 6-2, 3-6, 6-1, 6-4 to clinch the title last 
night. The 22-year-old Spaniard now owns six Grand Slam trophies, 
becoming the first player since 1978 to win multiple majors on all three 
surfaces before turning 23. 

Alcaraz’s power and precision were on full display. He hit 42 winners, fired 
10 aces and did not commit a single double fault. His serve held strong all 
tournament - he was broken only three times, once in the final. He closed 
out the match with an ace, drawing roars from Arthur Ashe Stadium. 
Sinner, 24, who lifted the U.S. Open trophy last year, took the second set 
but otherwise struggled to match Alcaraz’s pace. The Italian now trails the 
Spaniard 5-10 in their head-to-head series. With this victory, Alcaraz not 
only strengthened his lead over his chief rival but also confirmed his status 
as the sports dominant young star.

 A bench of Justices Surya Kant and Joymalya Bagchi will consider 
responses from parties such as the Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD), the All 
India Majlis-e-Ittehadul Muslimeen (AIMIM), and other petitioners. The 
Election Commission has submitted that 99.5 percent of the 72.4 million 
electors in the draft electoral roll had submitted their eligibility documents 
during the SIR process. 

 The court will resume hearings on the matter, which includes 
petitions from NGOs, activists and political parties. The court had earlier 
directed the commission to allow excluded voters to submit claims online, 
in addition to making physical submissions as part of the SIR exercise.
