On the first day of his historic two-day official visit to Morocco,

PM-TRIPURA VISIT

In Tripura, preparations are complete for the visit of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, who is scheduled to inaugurate the newly developed
infrastructure and beautification works at the Mata Tripura Sundari Temple
complex under the PRASHAD scheme tomorrow.
