PM-NORTH-EAST VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Mizoram, Manipur, and Assam
today to lay foundation stone and inaugurate multiple development
projects. Mr Modi will first travel to Mizoram where he will lay the
foundation stone and inaugurate various development projects worth over
nine thousand crore rupees at Aizawl this morning. He will also address a
public function.

Thereafter, the Prime Minister will visit Manipur to lay the foundation
stone and inaugurate several development projects worth over eight
thousand five hundred crores rupees. In Manipur, Mr Modi will launch
projects worth over 7,300 crore rupees at Churachandpur this afternoon.
He will also address the gathering on the occasion. Later, the Prime
Minister will inaugurate various projects worth over 1,200 crore at Imphal,
and address a public function.

Prime Minister Modi will thereafter visit Assam and participate in the
celebrations of the 100th birth Anniversary of Bharat Ratna Dr. Bhupen
Hazarika in Guwahati this evening. Mr Modi will also address the gathering
on the occasion.

Tomorrow, the Prime Minister will inaugurate and lay the foundation
stone of major infrastructure and industrial development projects worth
over 18,530 crore rupees in the state. He will lay the foundation stone of
various projects at Darrang and address a public function. Thereafter, Mr
Modi will inaugurate Assam Bio-ethanol Private Limited, Numaligarh
Refinery Plant at Golaghat, tomorrow. He will also lay the foundation stone
of Polypropylene Plant at Golaghat.

On Monday, the Prime Minister will visit West Bengal and inaugurate
the 16th Combined Commanders’ Conference-2025 in Kolkata. Thereafter,
Mr Modi will travel to Bihar and inaugurate the new terminal building of
Purnea airport. He will also lay the foundation stone and inaugurate
multiple development projects worth around thirty-six thousand crore
rupees at Purnea and address the gathering on the occasion. He will also



launch the National Makhana Board in Bihar. <><><>

KARNATAKA-ACCIDENT

In Karnataka, at least eight people were killed and over 20 others
were injured after a goods-laden truck lost control and rammed into the
crowd participating in a Ganesh idol immersion in Hassan district last
evening. According to the police, four persons died on the spot, and four
others succumbed to injuries while undergoing treatmentat different
hospitals. Among the eight deceased, five were engineering students.
Hassan Superintendent of Police, Mohammad Sujeetha MS said, the
incident occurred on National Highway-373 when the truck was trying to
avoid a bike that was coming from the opposite direction on the road. He
said, the driver was also injured in the mishap and has been taken into
custody.

Karnataka Chief Minister Siddaramaiah expressed grief over the
mishap and announced an ex-gratia of 5 lakh rupees to the victims'

MORN NEPAL PM

In Nepal, former Chief Justice Sushila Karki was sworn in as Prime
Minister of the interim government, becoming the first woman to lead the
country. President Ramchandra Paudel administered the oath of office to
Ms Karki at the Presidential Palace in a ceremony in Kathmandu last night.
Vice President Rambaran Yadav and several other dignitaries were present
on the occasion. The swearing-in ceremony comes after the Himalayan
Nation witnessed deadly violence by Gen Z demonstrators over the past
few days triggered by a government ban on major social media platforms
and anger over corruption. The deadly clashes claimed the lives of several
people and also led to the resignation of KP Sharma Oli as Nepal’s Prime
Minister.

After intensive discussions over the past three days and formal talks
at the Presidential Palace, Sheetal Niwas, it was decided yesterday to
appoint former Chief Justice Sushila Karki as the head of an interim
government. Ms Karki is also the country’s first female Chief Justice and
was widely praised for her integrity.

President Paudel may dissolve the House of Representatives, after
which the new Prime Minister will form her team, including representatives
from Gen Z, to serve in the interim government. Her appointment aligns
with the demands of protesting Gen-Z demonstrators who have been
calling for the immediate dissolution of Parliament and an interim
government free from existing corrupt political leaders. <><><>

REV VAISHNAW-MIZORAM



Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has called the inauguration of the
crucial Bairabi-Sairang railway line by Prime Minister Narendra Modi today
a historic milestone for Mizoram. The rail line will connect the Capital of
Mizoram, Aizawl with the Indian Railways network for the first time in
history. Speaking to reporters at Sairang Railway Station, about 20 km
from Aizawl, Mr Vaishnaw highlighted the project's complexity, featuring 45
tunnels and 55 major bridges. He emphasized that the new railway line will
significantly improve connectivity and transform the lives of people in
Mizoram. The Minister said that three express trains will also be flagged off
today. One is the Sairang- Delhi Rajdhani Express, the other train is
Mizoram Express which will run daily to Guwahati and the third will be tri
weekly train up to Kolkata. Mr Vaishnaw informed that goods trains will
begin arriving in Sairang from tomorrow, enabling easier transport of
Mizoram'’s fruits and rare agricultural products like dragon fruit to other
parts of the country. The Minister noted that railway funding for the
Northeast has increased fivefold since 2014 under the Narendra Modi
government.

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REV WORLD ATHLETICS CHAMPIONSHIPS



The 20th World Athletics Championships began at Tokyo in Japan
today. India's Ram Baboo and Sandeep Kumar are competing in the men's
35km race walk event while Priyanka Goswami is taking part in the
corresponding women’s event. Asian Championships silver medallist Pooja
will run her 1500m heat race this evening.

The championship will continue till 18th of this month. The nine-day
spectacle will host a multitude of events with the Indian challenge
spearheaded by star javelin thrower and double Olympic medallist Neeraj
Chopra.

The Indian contingent, comprising 14 men and five women, are
competing for medals across 15 events, with long-distance runner Gulveer
Singh will also be in action in two events.

In Men’s javelin throw event, besides Neeraj, Sachin Yadav, Yashvir
Singh and Rohit Yadav will also be in the fray. It will be the first time that
India will field four athletes in a single event at the World Championships.

The world's javelin elite will also be competing in the Championships,
including newly-crowned Diamond League champion Julian Weber of
Germany and Pakistan's Arshad Nadeem.

Other top contenders are Grenadian javelin thrower Anderson Peters,
Kenya's 2015 world champion Julius Yego, Trinidad and Tobago's 2012
Olympic champion Keshorn Walcott, Czech Republic's Jakub Vadlejch, and
Brazil's Luiz da Silva, who recently surpassed the 90-metre mark with a 91-
metre throw. The men's javelin qualifying round is scheduled for 17th of
this month.

India has won medals at the event three times, through legendary
long jump athlete Anju Bobby George in 2003 and Neeraj Chopra in 2022
and 2023, and aims to build on their tally at the competition.

ASIA CUP CRICKET

Pakistan opened their Asia Cup campaign on a high with a
commanding 93-run triumph over Oman in the Group A clash at Dubai
International Cricket Stadium tonight. After Mohammad Haris’ half-century
guided Pakistan to 160/7, it was Pakistan's bowlers who rose to the
occasion and sealed a commanding victory to begin their continental
tournament campaign. Chasing 161, Aamir Kaleem and Hammad Mirza



were the only batters to offer some resistance to Pakistan’s bowling as
they contributed 13 and 27 runs respectively. Pakistani bowlers cleaned up
Oman's innings for 67/10 in 16.4 overs. For Pakistan, Faheem Ashraf,
Mugeem and Ayub bagged two wickets each while Afridi, Abrar Ahmed and
Nawaz got hold of one scalp apiece.

Earlier, Pakistan won the toss and opted to bat first. Spirited bowling
efforts from Shah Faisal and Aamir Kaleem, who bagged three wickets
each, restricted Pakistan to 160/7 in 20 overs. For Pakistan, Mohammad
Haris top-scored with a knock of 66 runs while Fakhar Zaman remained
unbeaten on 23 to take the side to a fightable total. Mohammad Haris was
adjudged the Player of the Match.
