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TUMMALA: The State government has expanded urea distribution centres to
ensure smooth supply to farmers, following directions from Agriculture Minister
Tummala Nageswara Rao. At present, nearly 12,000 government and private
centres are supplying urea, however, heavy congestion was reported at several
locations. To address this, the Agriculture Department has initiated urea
distribution through 500 Rythu Sadasu platforms across the State. Agriculture
Director B Gopi said five hundred ePOS is being installed at Rythu Sadasu and
Urea will be distributed through token system. He said he was closely monitoring
the situation. Officials and staff have been instructed to take measures to prevent
farmers from waiting for long hours. PN 10

SEETHAKKA: State Panchayat Raj Minister Danasari Anasuya Seethakka
accused BRS Working President K T Rama Rao of exploiting death of
multipurpose worker Maidam Mahesh in Mulugu for political mileage. In a
statement issued today, Seethakka said people had not forgotten how sanitation
workers went without salaries and staged protests during BRS regime. The
Minister clarified in Mahesh’s case the two-month salary delay was due to
negligence by local panchayat staff, not a budget issue. She said the government
took immediate action, suspending the panchayat secretary and removing the bill
collector. Compensation has also been provided to Mahesh’s family,” she said. PN
