This series holds significant importance for both teams as they gear
up for the upcoming ICC Women'’s ODI World Cup 2025, which kicks off on
September 30th co-hosted by India and Sri Lanka.

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh, Bihar, East
Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal and Sikkim today. Meanwhile, Parts of Andhra
Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Karnataka, Kerala,
Goa, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu Puducherry, Karaikal, Telangana,
Uttarakhand and Tarai region of Northwest Uttar Pradesh are also expected
to receive heavy rainfall throughout the day. The Weather department
further predicted thunderstorms and lightning in parts of the Assam,
Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh, Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, Karnataka, Kerala,
Lakshadweep, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram
and Tripura, Telangana and Uttar Pradesh.

EC - EVM BALLOT PAPER

The Election Commission has revised the existing guidelines under
the conduct of elections rules, for the design and printing of EVM Ballot
Papers to enhance their clarity and readability. The initiative is in line with
the 28 initiatives taken by the commission in the past six months to
streamline and improve election processes and enhance convenience for
voters. As per the guidlines, the photographs of candidates will be printed
in colour on the EVM Ballot Paper and the candidate’s face will occupy
three-fourths of the photo space for better visibility. To ensure uniformity,
the names of all candidates and NOTA will be printed in the same font type
for easy readability. The Commission informed that the upgraded EVM
Ballot Papers will be used in the upcoming elections, starting with Bihar.
The Election Commission has written a letter to the Chief Electoral Officers
of all States and Union territories in this regard. The commision instructed
that the names of not more than fifteen candidates shall be arranged on



one sheet of a ballot paper and NOTA option will come after the last nhame
of the panel.

EVE PM MP VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today launched the nationwide Swasth
Nari, Sashakt Parivar Abhiyaan, and the 8th Rashtriya Poshan Maah
camping from Dhar in Madhya Pradesh. The Prime Minister laid the
foundation stone for the country's largest PM Mitra Park in the village of

lakh women under the Matru Vandana Yojana. He also inaugurated the Adi
Seva Parv, a program for tribal areas in the state.

Addressing the people of Telangana, at the official event marking
Hyderabad Liberation Day today, from the Parade Grounds in
Secunderabad, Raksha Mantri said India will write its own script of history
and not follow anyone's script. He said 'Operation Sindoor' will resume if
any terrorist attack took place in the future. Union Tourism and Culture
Minister Gajendra Singh Shekavat, Union Coal, Mines Minister G Kishan
Reddy and Union Minister of state for Home B Sanjay Kumar also spoke on
the occasion. Telangana Chief Minister Revanth Reddy has hoisted the
national flag at a different ceremonial programme in the name of Praja
Palana Dinotsavam to mark the Hyderabad Liberation Day. The Raksha
Mantri has reviewed the parade by Central Reserve Police forces and
received the guard of honour at the official programme. The Day has been
observed with patriotic fervour and enthusiasm across the state.

BIHAR COURT ORDER

The Patna High Court today directed the removal of the allegedly
derogatory Al-generated video posted by the Bihar Congress which
features Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his late mother from all social
media platforms. A bench comprising Acting Chief Justice PB Bajanthri and
Justice Alok Kumar Sinha passed the order directing the intermediaries
(social media) to stop the circulation of the video citing that the right to
privacy and dignity were part of fundamental rights of a person. The Bench
said the video violates the fundamental right of a person citing the
Supreme Court judgments like KS Puttaswamy, NALSA Foundation and
Subramanian Swamy case.

FIN MINISTER - GST REFORMS

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has said that the new GST
reforms will save the public around rupees two lakh crore by reducing
taxes. Addressing the Outreach Programme on Next-Gen GST Reforms held
in Visakhapatnam, today, the Union Minister detailed how the new two-slab
tax system of 5% and 18%, reduce the burden on people over their daily
essentials and aspirational goods benefiting the poor and middle class to a



great extent. She further highlighted that the reforms will boost farmers’
incomes, as well, by lowering taxes on agricultural related goods promoting
farm modernisation. The Union Minister said, MSME and job-creating
sectors will also benefit through reduced costs, providing enhanced
opportunities. Sitharaman added that the GST reforms will enhance the
purchasing power and contribute to the savings of common man across the
country. Emphasising on the changes brought in she said, it reinforces
Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s vision and dream of achieving Viksit Bharat
and Atma Nirbhar Bharat. Effective from September 22, 2025, the GST
reforms simplify the tax structure and support economic growth. The
Finance Minister expressed confidence that the historic tax overhaul will
empower every citizen and strengthen India’s economy. The event in
Visakhapatnam focused on creating awareness and interaction around
these landmark reforms.

PAK DEPUTY PM
