FUR. REV. NEW NEPAL-PROTEST 
  Fourteen people have died and others have been injured after police 
fired bullets when the demonstration of Gen Z turned violent in Baneshwor 
of Kathmandu on Monday. Six demonstrators died in the course of 
treatment at the Trauma Centre, while 25 injured demonstrators are 
receiving treatment there. Of them, five demonstrator's health status is 
critical.  According to the Civil Service Hospital, three out of the injured 
people receiving treatment in the hospital died. Out of the 20 injured ones 
undergoing treatment at Kathmandu Medical College, one succumbed to 
injury. Likewise, 34 injured demonstrators are receiving treatment at 



Everest Hospital, while three of them breathed their last. An injured person 
died in the course of treatment at TU Teaching Hospital, Maharajgunj, 
where 16 injured people are receiving treatment. At least 100 people are 
receiving treatment across multiple hospitals. The Ministry of Health and 
Population, Pradip Paudel, has instructed all federal hospitals under its 
subordination to ensure free treatment to those injured in the course of the 
Gen Z demonstration in Kathmandu.  
 Prime Minister K P Sharma Oli has called an emergency meeting of 
the Council of Ministers and the National Security Council at 6 pm at his 
residence in Baluwatar. 
 The demonstrations, initially announced as peaceful, turned 
confrontational after protesters stormed the Federal Parliament premises 
and clashed with police. Authorities responded with tear gas, water 
cannons, rubber bullets, and aerial firing, but tensions escalated further. 
 After this, the Kathmandu district administration office (DAO) has 
imposed a curfew in Kathmandu's Baneshwor area following the Gen Z 
demonstration. Issuing a notice, the DAO Kathmandu declared the curfew 
from 12:30 PM to 10 PM on Monday from Baneshwor Chowk to Bijulibazaar 
bridge, Baneshwor Chowk to Tinkune Chowk, Baneshwor Chowk to Ratna 
Rajya School and Baneshwor Chowk to Shankhamul bridge areas, the 
President's Office, Sheetal Niwas Maharajgunj, Vice President Office 
Lainchaur, Prime Minister's Official Residence Baluwatar, Administrative 
headquarters Singhadurbar, Narayanhiti museum and vicinity areas. 
 Social Media ban in Nepal have triggered Gen Z to take to street 
protest against curbing their voice. The youth frustration and anger that 
was earlier limited to social media, has bursted as a massive protest on 
grounds with lakhs of youth protesting ban on social media to throttle their 
voice against corruption. Young people from different parts of Nepal, 
mostly college students, gathered at Maiti Ghar Mandala of Kathmandu 
Valley and marched towards the Nepal's National Assembly building in 
Baneshwor.  Youth are protesting the government ban on social media 
platforms where youth share their voice freely, resulting in eroding 
freedom of speech.  
 The Social Media ban came into effect on Thursday, September 4, 
2025, targeting platforms that had not registered with the Nepalese 
government. This includes major sites like Facebook, Instagram, 
WhatsApp, X (formerly Twitter), and YouTube which are very popular 
among youth for ideas sharing. The government of Nepal claims the ban is 



a result of social Media companies failing to register with local authorities 
despite multiple warnings and is a necessary step to regulate content, curb 
online hate speech and misinformation, and ensure that these companies 
are accountable. The government's move is based on a Supreme Court 
directive that called for the regulation of unlicensed social media platforms. 
 The Protests is organized by Gen Z who have been using the hashtag 
#nepobabies to call out corruption and inequality among political leaders 
and their families. They have also used slogans that contrast the privileged 
lifestyles of these families with their own struggles for jobs, education, and 
healthcare. As popular social platforms are banned, protest organizers have 
used the still-active platform TikTok to mobilize, calling for nationwide 
demonstrations. 
 The protesters are demanding an end to the social media ban, which 
they see as a "digitally repressive" move that curtails free speech and 
expression. They also demand accountability and transparency from the 
government and an end to corruption. The youth movement has garnered 
support from various groups, including journalists and rights activists. 
 The Social media ban has adversely affected freelancers, small 
businesses, and the tourism industry, which heavily rely on social media for 
communication and commerce. The ban has fractured connectivity 
affecting online education and personal communication for millions of 
Nepalis residing inside the country and abroad. 
 CPN-UML Chairman and Prime Minister KP Sharma Oli when 
addressing the representatives on the last day of the CPN-UML party's 
statute convention that took place at Godavari on Friday had clearly stated 
that the government had been urging the social networking sites to 
register for one year. Country's sovereignty matters a lot rather than the 
loss of employment by a few people. Social networking sites are earning 
money doing business in Nepal, but not living in accordance with the law is 
unacceptable.<>

 The Supreme Court today directed the Election Commission to treat 
the Aadhaar card as a 12th document, which can be produced as a proof 
of identity for the purpose of inclusion in the revised voters list of Bihar. 
This means that Aadhaar card can be submitted as a stand-alone 
document for inclusion in the voters list. The Court also clarified in its order 
that Aadhaar is not a proof of citizenship. In the Bihar Special Intensive 
Revision (SIR) matter, The Court directed the Election Commission to its 
officials down the ground regarding the acceptance of Aadhaar. The Court 
further clarified that the ECI officials will be entitled to verify the 
authenticity and genuineness of Aadhaar cards produced by the voters. 
The Court recorded the undertaking of the ECI that Aadhaar card will be 
accepted as a proof of identity. A bench comprising Justice Surya Kant and 
Justice Joymalya Bagchi passed the order after RJD and other petitioners 
submitted that the ECI officials were not accepting the Aadhaar card as a 
stand-alone document for inclusion in the electoral roll and were insisting 
on the production of any of the eleven documents specified by the ECI in 
its SIR notification.
