The Election Commission today said, claims, objections, and corrections to
Bihar's draft electoral roll can be filed after today but will only be
considered after the electoral roll is finalised. This submission was made by
the Commission before the Supreme Court during a hearing on the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) of Bihar's electoral rolls. The court took note of
the Election Commission’s submission, which clarified that claims and
objections may be filed up to the last date for filing nomination forms in
each assembly constituency. In another case, the Apex Court today
rejected a Public Interest Litigation challenging the nationwide rollout of 20
percent ethanol-blended petrol, which alleged that millions of vehicle
owners were being forced to use a fuel not designed for their vehicles.
