ISREAL - DOHA AIRSTRIKE

Israeli military has confirmed carrying out an assassination attempt
targeting top Hamas leaders in Qatar’s capital, Doha, where multiple
explosions were reported yesterday. Both the Israel Defense Forces (IDF)
and Shin Bet, Israel's internal security agency, acknowledged responsibility
for the operation, marking the first known Israeli military action on Qatari
soil.

According to a statement from Hamas, the Israeli strike killed five of
its members, but failed to assassinate its negotiating delegation currently
based in Doha. The group confirmed that Khalil Al-Hayya, Hamas’ chief
negotiator and the apparent primary target of the strike, survived.
However, his son and the director of his office were reportedly killed in the
attack.

Both Qatar and Hamas stated that a Qatari security official was also
killed, and several others were injured in the strike.

In a statement, Hamas held the United States jointly responsible for
the attack, citing Washington’s continued support for Israeli aggression and
crimes against our people.

The Qatari Foreign Ministry condemned the strike as a cowardly act,



describing it as a blatant violation of international laws and norms.
Meanwhile, the White House said the Israeli operation in Doha ran
counter to President Donald Trump's efforts to achieve peace in Gaza.
Speaking to the media, White House Press Secretary Karoline Leavitt
said the attack, which occurred in a residential neighborhood in Doha, was
unfortunate. She added that the Trump administration was notified of the
situation yesterday morning, ahead of the strike. Leavitt also described
Qatar as a sovereign nation and a close US ally, praising its ongoing role in
attempting to broker a peace deal between Israel and Hamas.

CRICKET - ASIA CUP

In the opening match of the Asia Cup cricket tournament,
Afghanistan registered a massive 94-run victory over Hong Kong in Abu
Dhabi last night.

Opting to bat first, Afghanistan posted 188 for 6 in their allotted 20
overs, thanks to a 73-run knock by Sediqullah Atal and a 20-ball half-
century by Azmatullah Omarzai. It is now the fastest T20I fifty by any
Afghanistan player.

In reply, Hong Kong managed only 94 runs for 9 wickets in their 20
overs, with Babar Hayat top-scoring with 39 runs.

This was the Group B opener, which also includes Sri Lanka and
Bangladesh. The top two teams from the group will advance to the Super
Four stage.

Team India are set to begin their campaign today against hosts UAE
at the Dubai International Cricket Stadium in a Group A encounter.
