MORN. ARMY VETERANS PROTEST

Calcutta High Court has granted permission to Indian Army veterans to
stage a protest today near the Gandhi statue at Maidan area in Kolkata
following Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee's alleged remarks on Army. Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee made some remarks while Army personnel from
the Eastern Command in Kolkata removed a Trinamool Congress temporary



stage from the area. The Army took this action after multiple appeals to
remove the stage were ignored by the TMC, and no steps were taken by the
Kolkata Police. The Maidan area falls under the jurisdiction of the Indian
Army, and a significant portion of the land is owned by the Ministry of
Defence. The Army authorities removed the structure. In response to the
incident and the Chief Minister’s comments, the Calcutta High Court allowed
Indian Army veterans to stage a sit-in protest. However, the court imposed
certain restrictions include, no BJP leaders are allowed to participate in the
protest, and a list of participating volunteers must be submitted in advance to
the Kolkata Police.

Mamata Banerjee' s remarks on the removal of the TMC stage by the
Army initiated political uproar in the West Bengal Assembly leading to the
Leader of Opposition Suvendu Adhikari's suspension from the Assembly in a
three days special session. Mamata Banerjee has reportedly accused the
Army of acting under BJP. While BIP voiced support for the act of Army
authority the latter had not commented on any political matter.

Veterans appealed to the Calcutta High Court for permission of a sit in
protest against the remarks of Mamata Banerjee.<><><>

Piyush Goyal

Union Minister for Commerce and Industry, Piyush Goyal, today said that
India wants to be a part of the developed world. He added that India wants
to work with friendly countries and engage actively with nations with whom
we share aligned interests, where India can truly create partnerships that are
enduring, sustainable, and a win-win for both sides. He said this while
addressing the FICCI LEADS 2025, at Bharat Mandapam in New elhi.

Speaking at the event, Mr Goyal added that India has signed trade
agreements with a number of countries including Australia, the UK, Chile and
Peru. He further added that the trade negotiations with the European Union
is also on fast track and will be concluded soon. Mr. Goyal said, these
countries have committed to invest over 100 billion US dollar in the next 15

years in sectors like manufacturing, innovation and services. The Minister
also stated that the trade agreement with Oman is in progress and is likely to



be concluded in the next few weeks. Highlighting India’s aspirations, Mr.
Goyal said the nation seeks to be part of the developed world by working
closely with friendly countries and building sustainable, mutually beneficial
partnerships. He underlined that the nation is among the fastest-growing
large economies and will continue on this trajectory in the coming decades,
driven by its young and aspirational population. The Minister identified three
key pillars of the nation growth story, the ability to turn crises into
opportunities, an inclusive approach to economic development, and an action
oriented government.

PM - QATAR

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today spoke with Amir of Qatar Sheikh Tamim
Bin Hamad Al-Thani and expressed deep concern at the attacks in Doha. In a
social media post, Prime Minister Modi said India condemns the violation of
the sovereignty of Qatar. He said New Delhi supports resolution of issues
through dialogue and diplomacy, and avoiding escalation. Mr Modi stated
that India stands firmly in support of peace and stability in the region, and
against terrorism in all its forms and manifestations.

MORN GOYAL IND-US

Union Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has said that the
government is actively engaging with the United States to finalize a bilateral
trade agreement. His remarks came after U.S. President Donald Trump and
Prime Minister Narendra Modi shared positive updates on trade talks and the
growing ease in bilateral relations. Speaking at the FICCI (Federation of
Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry) LEADS Summit in New Delhi,
yesterday, Goyal stated that trade negotiations are underway with the
European Union and New Zealand as well. He further added that a trade
agreement with Oman is also expected to be finalized soon.

Earlier, in a significant step toward easing trade tensions, President
Trump announced that his administration had resumed trade negotiations
with India. Responding to the announcement, Prime Minister Modi said that
the ongoing discussions will help unlock the "limitless potential” of the
India-U.S. partnership.

Security has been heightened along the India-Nepal border in Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh and Uttarakhand in the wake of violent clashes and protests in the
neighbouring country.

In Nepal, a group of Gen Z representatives proposed the name of former
Chief Justice Sushila Karki to lead the interim government during a gathering
in Kathmandu yesterday. However, the proposal sparked discontent, with
many youths gathering outside the venue to protest the decision. Our
correspondent reports that after days of violent protests, relative calm has
returned to the capital city as discussions around forming an interim
government gained momentum. Meanwhile, to contain the unrest, the Nepal
Army has extended nationwide curfew till 6 AM today.

ASIA CUP
India registered a dominant 9-wicket win over UAE in the group A match of
the Asia Cup 2025, held in Dubai. Chasing a modest target of 58, India
cruised to victory in just 4.3 overs, losing only one wicket. Earlier, Opting to
bowl first, India dismissed UAE for a paltry 57 runs in just 13.1 overs.

IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast a heavy rainfall
spell over East and Peninsular India during the next 4-5 days. The IMD said
that isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is expected over Sub-Himalayan
West Bengal, Sikkim, Odisha, Arunachal Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, Assam
and Meghalaya till the 16th of this month. Light to moderate rainfall
accompanied by thunderstorms at some places, with isolated heavy rainfall,
is also likely over Uttar Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, and
Uttarakhand till the 14th of this month. Similar weather conditions are likely



to prevail over Karnataka, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Yanam, Telangana,
Kerala, and Mahe for the next five days. Strong surface winds are also very
likely to prevail over Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Yanam and Rayalaseema
during the same period.

CABINET BRIEFING

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs, chaired by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, has approved the 177-kilometre-long doubling of the
Bhagalpur - Dumka - Rampurhat single railway line Section in Bihar,
Jharkhand and West Bengal with a total cost of approximately 3,169 crore
rupees. The Committee has also approved the Construction of a 4-lane
greenfield access-controlled Mokama-Munger section of the Buxar-Bhagalpur
High-Speed Corridor, Bihar on Hybrid Annuity Mode (HAM) with a total
project length of over 82 kilometres and Total Capital Cost of over 4,447 crore
rupees. Briefing media in New Delhi today about the Cabinet Committee's
decision taken under the chairmanship of Prime Minister Narendra Modi,
Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, the enhanced
line capacity will improve mobility, providing enhanced efficiency and service
reliability for Indian Railways. He added that the multi-tracking proposal will
ease operations and reduce congestion, providing the much-required
infrastructural development on the busiest sections across Indian Railways.
Mr. Vaishnaw mentioned that the projects are in line with the Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's vision of a New India which will make people of the region
Atmanirbhar by way of comprehensive development in the area which will
enhance their employment/ self-employment opportunities.

Highlighting the Mokama-Munger section of the Buxar-Bhagalpur High-Speed
Corridor Bihar, Mr. Vaishnaw said that the section passes through or provides
connectivity to important regional cities such as Mokama, Barahiya,
Lakhisarai, Jamalpur, Munger, connecting to Bhagalpur. He said that the
proposed project with 82.40 kilometres will generate about 14.83 lakh
man-days of direct employment and 18.46 lakh man-days of indirect
employment. The Minister said that the project will also induce additional
employment opportunities due to increase in economic activity in the vicinity
of the proposed corridor.
