MANIPUR-FLOOD SITUATION

In Manipur, flood situation remains grim with different places of valley
districts especially Imphal East and Thoubal districts still inundated under
water. In Ukhrul district, incidents of landslides took place in the last few
days due to incessant rainfall thus affecting passenger and commercial
transportation. Considering the situation, the State Government extended
holiday for all Schools and Colleges in the State till today.

Most of the major rivers flowing through valley district have been




flowing above warning level. Thoubal river is overflowing in different places
and water spills out from river bank caused flooding in villages and paddy
fields. Imphal river, Iril river and Nambul river is flowing above flood level and
breached of Iril river in Imphal East district yesterday could not be repaired
fully till today. The flooding situation in Lamlai Assembly Constituency of
Imphal East district has worsen today and water level has been rising in
different villages and paddy fields in the constituency. Repairing of river bank
flowing in these districts have been going on.

In aim to decrease the water level of major rivers, all gates of Ithai
Barrage remained open and some gates of Imphal Barrage and Thoubal
Barrage have been opened to regulate the water level of these river.
Meanwhile, those affected by the flash flood have been taking shelter in relief
camps and concerned authority are providing essential commodities to them.

In the Asia Cup Cricket Tournament 2025, Bangladesh clinched a dramatic
eight-run victory over Afghanistan in a do-or-die Group B clash at Sheikh
Zayed Stadium in Abu Dhabi tonight. Chasing a target of 155 runs,
Afghanistan were all out for 146 runs in the stipulated twenty overs. For
Afghanistan, Rahmanullah Gurbaz with 35 was the highest scorer while
Azmatullah Omarzai made 30 runs. For Bangladesh, Mustafizur Rahman
scalped three wickets, while Nasum Ahmed, Taskin Ahmed and Rishad
Hossain took two wickets each. Nasum Ahmed was declared Player of the
Match. Earlier, Bangladesh won the toss and elected to bat first. Batting first,
Bangladesh posted a total of 154 for 5 in the stipulated 20 overs, led by
opener Tanzid Hasan Tamim's 52. For Afghanistan, Rashid Khan and Noor
Ahmad tokk two wickets each while Azmatullah Omarzai claimed a wicket.
The victory keeps Bangladesh's Super Four hopes alive, leaving Group B,
which also includes Sri Lanka, wide open.

Tomorrow, in the Group A match, Pakistan will take on United Arab
Emirates at Dubai International Cricket Stadium. The match will start at 8PM
IST.
