Mr Modi was speaking at the 'Samudra se Samruddhi' event
in Gujarat's Bhavnagar yesterday. The Prime Minister asserted that the
future of 140 crore Indians cannot be left in the hands of external forces,
nor can the commitment to national development rely on foreign
dependency. He declared that the solution to a hundred problems is one:
building an Atmanirbhar Bharat. The Prime Minister emphasized that, to
achieve this, India must confront challenges, reduce external dependence,
and demonstrate true self-reliance.

Mr Modi said it is high time that India stands before the world as a
self-reliant nation to realise the vision of a developed India by 2047. He
said, for global peace, stability, and prosperity, the world’s most populous
country must become self-reliant. Unveiling his government's vision to
make India a maritime superpower, the Prime Minister said, the country
aims to triple its share in global maritime trade by 2047.

Mr Modi said, the country is now working rigorously to reclaim its
legacy and emerge as a global maritime power. He said, India's coastlines
have always been a symbol of prosperity and now its sea shores will
become gateways of India’s future growth. The Prime Minister stated that
India’s maritime sector is undergoing next-generation reforms. He
announced that the sector would soon adopt a “One Nation, One Port



Procedure,” aiming to simplify port procedures across the country.

In the Asia Cup T20 Cricket, India will face Pakistan in the second
Super Four clash in Dubai today. The match is scheduled to begin at 8 PM
Indian Standard Time.

This will be the second meeting between the two sides in the
tournament. India secured a convincing seven-wicket victory over Pakistan
in their group-stage encounter last week. However, the stakes are much
higher this time, as today's clash takes place in the Super Fours stage and
the winning side will take one step closer to the final.

The Men in Blue, defending champions at the Asia Cup after their
title triumph in 2023 in the ODI format, enter the contest on the back of a
21-run victory over Oman. On the other hand, Pakistan sealed their Super



Four berth with a 41-run win over the hosts UAE.

In the first match of the Super Four stage last night, Bangladesh
defeated Sri Lanka by four wickets in Dubai. Chasing down a target of 169
runs set by Sri Lanka, Bangladesh overhauled the score with one ball to
spare, losing six wickets in the process. Earlier, Put in to bat, Sri Lanka had
posted 168 runs for the loss of 7 wickets.

In Asia Cup history, India remains the most successful side with eight
titles. Sri Lanka have six, while Pakistan has lifted the trophy twice.

CONSUMERS- GST HELPLINE

Department of Consumer Affairs has enabled GST grievance redressal on
National Consumer Helpline as part of Next-Gen GST Reforms. Ministry of
Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution in a statement said that a
dedicated category has been enabled on the Integrated Grievance
Redressal Mechanism-INGRAM portal to address the expected consumer
queries and complaints following the implementation of revised GSTrates
and exemptions effective from Monday. This category features major sub-
categories including Automobiles, Banking, Consumer Durables, E-
commerce, FMCG and others wherein GST related complaints will be
registered. This initiative is expected to strengthen GST compliance and
promote a participatory governance model by empowering consumers to
become active stakeholders in fair market practices.The National Consumer
Helpline has emerged as a single point of access for consumers across the
country to register grievances at the pre-litigation stage.The Ministry said
that consumers can now lodge their complaints in seventeen languages
via toll-free number 1915 or through INGRAM portal.

GST-RAILWAYS

In an effort to directly pass on the benefits of GST reduction to
consumers, the Ministry of Railways has announced to slash the MRP of
packaged drinking water available in trains and railway premises. Thus,
packaged drinking water bottle Rail Neer and all other brands of one litre
will be priced at fourteen rupees, from the earlier fifteen rupees. Similarly,
prices of such bottles of 500 millilitres have been reduced to nine rupees
from the earlier ten rupees. The revised prices of water bottles will be
applicable from the 22nd of this month.



NIRMALA SITARAMAN - GST SLABS

Union Minister for Finance Nirmala Sitharaman has said that GST
slabs were reformed for the benefit of the citizens of the Country.
Addressing the centenary celebrations of the match sticks and fireworks
manufacturing associations at Kovilpatti, Tuticorin today, she said that the
Government was working with a long term vision of Viksit Bharat in 2047.
She asserted that the Government would render all assistance for the
benefit of the fireworks and match sticks manufacturers. The Minister
informed that from the 22nd of this month people can be relieved that they
can buy things at a much lower cost because of the reduction in GST. She
said that the gst rates were reduced for 375 goods which would help
people celebrate the festivals.
