PM-ASSAM VISIT  
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate and lay the foundation 
stone of major infrastructure and industrial development projects worth 
over 18,530 crore rupees in Assam today. The first programme will take 
place in Darrang, where Mr Modi will lay the foundation stone of various 
projects. The projects include Darrang Medical College & Hospital and GNM 



School and B.Sc. Nursing College, strengthening medical education and 
healthcare delivery in the region. The foundation stone will also be laid for 
the Guwahati Ring Road Project to enhance urban mobility, decongest 
traffic, and improve connectivity in and around the capital city. Besides, 
foundation stone will be laid for Kuruwa–Narengi Bridge over River 
Brahmaputra improving connectivity and promoting socio-economic 
development in the region.  
 Thereafter, the Prime Minister will inaugurate Assam Bio-ethanol 
Private Limited at Numaligarh Refinery Plant at Golaghat aimed at 
promoting clean energy and reducing dependence on fossil fuels. He will 
also lay the foundation stone of the Polypropylene Plant at Numaligarh 
Refinery Limited adding significant value to Assam’s petrochemical sector. 
It will also generate employment opportunities and lead to overall socio 
economic development of the region. 
 Last evening, Prime Minister Modi participated in the 100th birth 
Anniversary celebrations of Bharat Ratna and legendary singer-musician 
Dr. Bhupen Hazarika at Guwahati. Speaking on the occasion, the Prime 
Minister asserted that Bhupen Hazarika’s songs continue to unite India and 
give energy to its people. Mr Modi said musical doyen's creations 
encompass the concept of ‘Ek Bharat Shrestha Bharat’. He remarked that 
the ideals Bhupen Da lived by and the experiences he went through are 
reflected in his songs. He said, the deep love for Mother India in Bhupen 
Da’s music stemmed from his lived commitment to the idea of ‘Ek Bharat, 
Shreshtha Bharat.

 In Men's Cricket, India will lock horns with Pakistan in a Group A 
clash of the ongoing T20 Asia Cup tournament at Dubai this evening. The 
match will begin at 8 PM.  
 It's the first time since February this year that these two teams will 
share the field. The two teams head into the contest on the back of 
overwhelming wins against UAE and Oman. India defeated UAE by nine 
wickets in Dubai on Wednesday while Pakistan beat Oman by 93 runs at 
the same venue on Friday. 
 Meanwhile, Sri Lanka sealed a six-wicket victory over Bangladesh in 
their Group 'B' match in Abu Dhabi last night.  Chasing a target of 140 
runs, Sri Lanka overhauled the score in 14.4 overs with six wickets in hand. 
Earlier, put in to bat, Bangladesh posted 139 runs for the loss of five 
wickets in stipulated 20 overs. The victory not only secured three points 
but also gave Sri Lanka’s net run rate a significant boost, putting them in a

NADDA-AIIMS DISHA 
 Union Health Minister JP Nadda launched AIIMS DISHA, an AI and 
IoT-powered indoor navigation app. The application is designed to make 
hospital visits effortless for patients, visitors, and staff, utilising high-
precision Bluetooth beacons, AI-driven routing algorithms, and interactive 
digital maps. It provides real-time, turn-by-turn guidance within the 
hospital campus. AIIMS Disha utilises Bluetooth low energy beacon 
technology, which enables strategically placed beacons to transmit location 
signals to the user's smartphone, allowing for room level accuracy. The 
application will help solve problems such as delays in finding the doctor's 
cabin, missed appointments due to navigation issues, overcrowding at the 



reception or help desk for directions, and wasted staff time guiding visitors 
instead of delivering care. The impact of the application varies widely for 
both patients and hospitals. For patients and visitors, the application would 
facilitate more straightforward navigation, reduce anxiety, and provide 
faster access to care.

 Union Minister Dr. Jitendra Singh today assured that all structures 
damaged in the recent floods across the Jammu region will be rebuilt with 
stronger specifications to better withstand future calamities. Akashvani 
Jammu Correspondent reports that during his visit to the flood-affected 
villages of Bajalta and Pargalta in Jammu district, Dr. Singh assessed the 
widespread damage caused to homes, bridges, and public utilities by 
torrential rains, flash floods, and landslides. Dr. Singh said the damaged 
structures will be rebuilt with improved specifications, taking into account 
the lessons learned from the recent floods. He further said this will ensure 
they are resilient enough to withstand such calamities in the future. Over 
the past few weeks, Singh has toured extensively across his Udhampur 
constituency and other affected areas of J&K, from Chisoti in Kishtwar to 
the Zero Line along the Indo-Pak border in Kathua and Samba, meeting 
families hit by the disaster. He directed departments such as Roads and
