 The Ministry of External Affairs has said that Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi and Chinese President Xi Jinping discussed the international economic 
situation during the bilateral meeting held on the sidelines of SCO summit in 
Tianjin, China today. Briefing the media Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri said 
that the focus of the discussion remained in the bilateral domain. He said that 
the two leaders recognised the challenges emanating at the global level. Both 
sides also discussed how to take forward the economic and commercial 
relationship between India and China in the midst of these evolving 
challenges.

 Mr Misri further said that both leaders agreed that the two countries 
were primarily focused on their domestic development goals, and in this, they 
were partners rather than rivals. He said that a stable and amicable 
relationship between India and China can be beneficial to the people of both 
countries. He underlined that the two leaders also shared a consensus on the 
fact that differences should not be allowed to be turned into disputes. Mr 
Misri added that both leaders spoke about their respective understanding of 
principles for bilateral relations, which is expected will help guide the future 
work of the two sides as we work on other aspects of the relationship.

 India Meteorological Department (IMD) has released its monthly report 
forecasting a wetter September with above normal rainfall. It said, 
geographically, most parts of the country are likely to receive normal to 
above-normal rainfall this month.  However, some parts of northeast and 
east India, many areas of extreme south peninsular India and some parts of 
northernmost India, are likely to receive below-normal rainfall.  
 IMD said, above-normal rainfall can significantly benefit agriculture and 
water resources, but also brings potential risks such as flooding, landslides, 
surface transport disruptions, public health challenges, and ecosystem 
damage. Since 2021, IMD has been issuing monthly and seasonal forecasts 
for the southwest monsoon rainfall in the country.

MHA-IMCTS FLOOD 

 The Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) has constituted Inter-Ministerial 
Central Teams (IMCTs) for Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab and 
Jammu and Kashmir to assess the damage caused by heavy rainfall, floods, 
flash floods, cloudbursts, and landslides. In a statement, the Ministry said 
that on the directions of Home Minister Amit Shah, these teams will conduct 
on-the-spot assessments of the situation and review the relief work carried 
out by the respective State Governments. The Central Teams will visit the 
flood and landslide-affected districts of Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, 
Punjab, and Jammu and Kashmir. Each team will be led by a senior officer at 
the level of Joint Secretary from the MHA or the National Disaster 
Management Authority and will include senior officers from the Ministries and 
Departments of Expenditure, Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Jal Shakti, 
Power, Road Transport and Highways, and Rural Development. 

 The Ministry also informed that it is in regular contact with senior 
officers of these States and the Union Territory and has extended all 
necessary logistical assistance. This includes the deployment of National 
Disaster Response Force (NDRF) teams, Army personnel, and Air Force 
helicopters, which are aiding in search and rescue operations as well as the 



restoration of essential services. 

 During the financial year 2025-26, the Government has released over 
10  thousand crore rupees to 24 States in the State Disaster Response Fund 
to enable the disaster-affected States to provide relief assistance to the 
affected people immediately. Around 2 thousand crore rupees were released 
from the National Disaster Response Fund to 12 states.
