 The voting process for the Vice Presidential election is underway at 
the new Parliament building. Prime Minister Narendra Modi, was the first 
among the members who cast his vote. Union Minister’s Rajnath 
Singh, Ashwini Vaishnaw, Jitendra Singh, Pralhad Joshi, Rajya 
Sabha Deputy Chairman Harivansh, JD (S) MP and former Prime 
Minister H D Deve Gowda, Leader of Opposition in the Rajya 
Sabha and Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge, Leader of 
opposition in Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi, senior Congress MP Sonia 
Gandhi, DMK MP Dayanidhi Maran, Samajwadi Party MP 
Ramgopal Yadav and JDU MP Sanjay Jha have also cast their 
votes. Besides, several other Members of Parliament are in a 
queue to cast their vote.  
 NDA nominee and Maharashtra Governor C P Radhakrishnan is 
contesting against INDIA bloc’s nominee and former Supreme Court Judge 



B Sudershan Reddy in this election.The Vice President is elected by an 
electoral college, consisting of members from both Houses of Parliament. 
In the Vice Presidential election, a secret ballot system is followed and 
each vote carries equal value. Members of the electoral college can vote 
according to their individual preference and are not bound by their party's 
whip.  
 
At present, the Lok Sabha has 542 members and the Rajya Sabha has 239 
members,making a total electorate of 781. The majority mark required to 
win the election is 391. The voting will continue till 5 in the evening. 
Counting of votes will begin after 6:00 PM.

TELANGANA - WATER SUPPLY 
 Telangana Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy has laid foundation stones 
for Phases II and III of the Godavari Drinking Water Supply Project at 
Gandipet, near Hyderabad last evening. The projects are expected to 
address Hyderabad's growing water needs and ensure environmental 
restoration. Speaking on the occasion, Mr Reddy clarified that the water is 
being brought from the Sripada Yellampally project. He said plans are 
underway to divert 20 TMC of Godavari water, with 16 TMC allocated for 
Hyderabad’s drinking water needs and 4 TMC dedicated to rejuvenating 
water bodies and the Musi river. The Chief Minister criticised the previous 
BRS government for scrapping the Pranahita Chevella project, alleging it of 
being stalled for personal gains, which deprived regions like Chevella, 
Tandur, and Parigi of irrigation water. He reaffirmed the current 
government’s commitment to constructing the Tummidihatti barrage under 
the Pranahita Chevella scheme to provide irrigation to Adilabad and 
Rangareddy districts. Highlighting the state’s dedication to river 
rejuvenation, the Chief Minister pointed at the successful revival of the 
Ganga, Yamuna, and Sabarmati rivers and said the Musi river should be 
rejuvenated.

UP FLOOD  
 In Uttar Pradesh, flood situation continue to remain grim in districts 
like Prayagraj, Agra and Mathura. Our correspondent reports that Mathura 
is the worst hit region from the water of Yamuna where many residential 
areas are submerged in water. Schools and colleges continue to remain 
closed as per order of district administration. At least 5,000 people in 
Mathura have taken shelter in relief camps. The road to famous Banke 
Bihari Temple is completely submerged in water. In Agra also, water of 
Yamuna entered into premises of Taj Mahal and flooded other low lying 
areas. On the other hand, Prayagraj district is also reeling under the flood 
fury where waters of both Ganga and Yamuna have flooded many parts of 
city.

All preparations have been completed for Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi’s visit to Himachal, and tight security arrangements have 
been put in place in Dharamshala and its adjoining areas. At 
Gaggal Airport, Chief Minister Sukhvinder Singh Sukhu, Leader of 
Opposition Jairam Thakur, and members of the Cabinet will be 
present to welcome the Prime Minister. During his visit, Prime 



Minister Narendra Modi will also hold a review meeting with the 
state government in Dharamshala regarding the damage caused 
by the disaster in Himachal.

 With the never say die spirit, Punjab is inching back to 
normalcy after facing severest floods in decades. The situation is 
continuing to impact several districts with fresh updates 
indicating an increase in both human and crop losses, It has 
affected over 3.87 lakh people in 15 districts with a crop loss 
reaching to 1.84 lakh hectares. More than 23,000 have been 
evacuated, 51 have also lost their lives too, maximum in Amritsar, 
Pathankot, Hoshiarpur and Barnala. As the relief and rescue 
operations have been intesified, Environmentalist and Rajya 
Sabha member, Sant Balbir Singh Seechewal has said that to get 
relief from floods, we must move closer to Nature and leave 
floodplains for the rivers. He cautioned that the society will have 
to be prepared to face the challenges posed by the climate 
change.
