The death toll in eastern Afghanistan’s powerful earthquake has
crossed 800 with at least 2,000 people estimated to be injured. Death toll
is likely to go up as people are feared trapped under the rubble. The 6.0
magnitude earthquake struck on Sunday night, at a shallow depth of 8 km,
making it more destructive. Meanwhile India has delivered tents for one
thousand families in Kabul. He informed that 15 tonnes of humanitarian aid
has also been sent by the Indian Mission from Kabul to Kunar.
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Prime Minister of Singapore Lawrence Wong will arrive on a three day
visit to India this evening. Mr Wong will hold bilateral talks with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and hold an interaction with Indian Industry &
Business. A number of agreements are set to be inked during Mr Wong's
visit, including in the areas of skill development, finance and digital, civil
aviation, space collaboration, and shipping. Prime Minister Modi and Mr
Wong had agreed to elevate the bilateral ties to a Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership in their meeting in Singapore in September last year.

The visiting dignitary will also call on President Droupadi Murmu.
External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar and Union Education Minister
Dharmendra Pradhan will also meet Mr Wong.

Last month, India and Singapore held the third round of the



Ministerial Roundtable (ISMR) when a Singapore delegation was in India
led by Deputy Prime Minister Gan Kim Yong. They had held talks with the
Indian delegation which included Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman,
External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar, Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal,
and IT Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw.

Singapore is India’s biggest trading partner in Southeast Asia. The
two countries had 34.27 billion US dollar trade in the last fiscal year.
