PM-ODISHA VISIT 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a day-long visit to Odisha 
today. During his visit, the Prime Minister will inaugurate and lay the 
foundation stone of multiple development projects worth over sixty 
thousand crore rupees from Jharsuguda. These projects span across 
various sectors including telecommunications, railways, higher education, 
healthcare, skill development, rural housing sectors, among others. Mr 
Modi will also address a public gathering on the occasion.  
 In the field of telecom connectivity, the Prime Minister will 
commission more than 97,500 mobile 4G towers built at a cost of around 
37,000 crore rupees with swadeshi technology. This includes over 92,600 
4G technology sites commissioned by Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited 
(BSNL). Over 18,900 4G sites have been funded under the Digital Bharat 
Nidhi which will connect around 26,700 unconnected villages in remote, 
border, and left-wing extremism-affected areas, serving over 20 lakh new 
subscribers. These towers are solar-powered, making them India’s largest 
cluster of green telecom sites and a step forward in sustainable 
infrastructure. 
 Mr Modi will lay foundation stone and dedicate to the nation 
important railway projects that will boost connectivity and regional growth. 
These include the foundation stone for the Rail Flyover at Sambalpur–
Sarla, and the dedication to the nation of the doubling of the Koraput–
Baiguda line and the Manabar–Koraput–Gorapur line. These projects will 
significantly improve freight and passenger movement in Odisha and 
neighbouring states, strengthening local industries and trade. On the 
occasion, the Prime Minister will also flag off the Amrit Bharat Express 
between Odisha's Berhampur and Udhna at Surat in Gujarat, providing 
affordable and comfortable connectivity across states, supporting tourism, 
creating employment opportunities, and linking key economic districts. 
 The Prime Minister will lay the foundation stones for the expansion of 
eight Indian Institutes of Technology (IITs) at Tirupati, Palakkad, Bhilai, 
Jammu, Dharwad, Jodhpur, Patna, and Indore—at an investment of around 
11,000 crore rupees. He will launch Multidisciplinary Education and 
Research improvement in Technical Education (MERITE) Scheme designed 



to improve quality, equity, research, and innovation in 275 state 
engineering and polytechnic institutions across the country. Mr Modi will 
also launch Phase II of Odisha Skill Development Project which will 
establish World Skill Centres in Sambalpur and Berhampur. 
 Healthcare infrastructure in Odisha will also receive a significant 
boost during the Prime Minister’s visit. He will lay the foundation stone for 
the upgradation of MKCG Medical College in Berhampur and VIMSAR in 
Sambhalpur into world-class super-speciality hospitals. In addition, Mr Modi 
will distribute sanction orders to 50,000 beneficiaries under the Antyodaya 
Gruha Yojana. The scheme provides pucca houses and financial assistance 
to vulnerable rural families, including persons with disabilities, widows, 
individuals suffering from terminal illness, and victims of natural calamities.

PURI-NATURAL GAS 
 In a significant development, Union Petroleum Minister Hardeep 
Singh Puri has announced that natural gas has been discovered in the 
Andaman basin, confirming the long-held belief that the Andaman Sea is 
rich in natural gas. In a social media post last night, the Minister said, an 
ocean of energy opportunities has opened up in the Andaman Sea. 
Expressing happiness, Mr Puri informed about the occurrence of natural 
gas in the Sri Vijayapuram 2 well at a distance of 9.20 Nautical mile (17 
km) from the shoreline on the east coast of the Andaman Islands at a 
water depth of 295 metres and target depth of 2,650 metres. He said, 
initial production testing of the well in the range of 2212 – 2250 meters 
has established the presence of natural gas with intermittent flaring. He 
further stated that the gas samples were brought by ship to Kakinada, 



were tested and found to be 87 per cent methane. According to the 
Minister, the size of the gas pool and commercial viability of the discovery 
will get verified in the coming months but establishing the presence of 
hydrocarbons in the Andaman basin is a major step in confirming their 
long-held belief that Andaman basin is rich in natural gas, in line with 
discoveries in the entire area from Myanmar in North to Indonesia in the 
south in this belt. Mr Puri said, under the deepwater mission announced by 
Prime Minister Narendra Modi on Independence Day last month, large 
number of deepwater exploration wells are planned in our offshore basins 
in order to find new discoveries and fully exploit our hydrocarbon reserves. 
He emphasized that the occurrence of natural gas will help the country 
take forward its exploration ambitions in coordination with global 
deepwater exploration experts, and will be a significant milestone in India’s 
journey through Amrit Kaal.  Prime Minister Modi, in his Independence Day 
address had announced the National Deep Water Exploration Mission, 
which aims to explore oil and gas reserves in the sea. Terming it “Samudra 
Manthan,” he had said, the initiative will be executed in mission mode, 
highlighting India’s push for self-reliance in the energy sector.

JAISHANKAR-BRICS-IBSA 

 External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar has said that BRICS has 
stood firm as a strong voice of reason and constructive change at a time 
when multilateralism is under stress. Dr. Jaishankar stated this while 
hosting a meeting of the BRICS Foreign Ministers in New York on the 
sidelines of the 80th session of the UN General Assembly. The Minister said 
that in a turbulent world, BRICS must reinforce the message of 
peacebuilding, dialogue, diplomacy and adherence to international law. He 
said that BRICS must amplify its collective call for a comprehensive reform 
of the principal organs of the United Nations, especially the UN Security 
Council. 
 Emphasising the impact of rising protectionism, tariff volatility and 
non-tariff barriers on trade flows, Dr Jaishankar said that BRICS must 
defend the multilateral trading system. Dr Jaishankar underlined that 
technology and innovation will define the next phase of BRICS cooperation. 
He added that India’s Chairship will focus on food and energy security, 
climate change, and sustainable development through digital 
transformation, startups, innovation, and strengthened development 
partnerships. 
 Later in the evening, Dr. Jaishankar chaired a meeting of the India-
Brazil-South Africa (IBSA) Dialogue Forum Ministers. During the meeting, 
IBSA made a strong call for transformative reform of the UN Security 
Council. Discussions also took place on the IBSA Academic Forum, 
maritime exercises, the IBSA Trust Fund, and ways to boost intra-IBSA 
trade. 
 The External Affairs Minister also met various global counterparts on 
the sidelines. Dr. Jaishankar held bilateral interactions with his 
counterparts, including the UAE’s Sheikh Abdullah bin Zayed Al Nahyan, 
Austria’s Beate Meinl‑Reisinger, Cuba’s Bruno Rodríguez Parrilla, Romania’s 
Toiu Oana, and Sierra Leone’s Timothy Musa Kabba. <><><>

applied for the exam, and 13.5 lakh candidates appeared in the exams held 
at 255 centres over a period of fifteen days. About 19 thousand 
submissions were made through the Candidate Feedback Portal, including 
incidents of technical disruptions, operational and venue issues. It stated 
that necessary steps such as rescheduling of exams for affected students 
were taken. Laptop-based testing was successfully piloted to enable 
greater flexibility in providing test centres and accommodate larger 
numbers. The Ministry said that Aadhaar Authentication to strengthen 
identity verification has been established smoothly. Tests were conducted 
at Kavaratti in Lakshadweep and Leh also. It also said that some incidents 
of malpractice were reported. Law enforcement agencies apprehended 
candidates for producing fake Persons with Benchmark Disability 
documents and attempting to misuse the provision for availing of scribes. 
It further said that re-exam will be conducted for candidates affected by 
the Fire incident at a Mumbai centre on 14th of the next month.<><><>
