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PM-VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be visiting Arunachal Pradesh and
Tripura tomorrow. During the visit, Mr Modi will inaugurate multiple
development projects worth over five thousand one hundred crore rupees.
In Arunachal Pradesh, he will lay the foundation stone of two major
hydropower projects worth over three thousand 700 crore rupees. It
includes the Heo Hydroelectric Project of 240 MW and the Tato-I
Hydroelectric Project of 186 MW in the Siyom sub-basin of Arunachal
Pradesh. Mr Modi will also lay the foundation stone of a state-of-the-art
convention center at Tawang. Located at over 9 thousand 8 hundred 20
feet in the frontier district of Tawang, the center will serve as a landmark
facility to host national and international conferences, cultural festivals, and
exhibitions. The prime minister will also launch multiple key infrastructure
projects worth over 1 thousand 2 hundred 90 crore rupees, catering to
various sectors, including connectivity, health, fire safety, and working
women's hostels, among others. On the occasion, Mr Modi will also address
a public function in Itanagar and interact with local taxpayers, traders, and
industry representatives to discuss the impact of the recent GST rate
rationalisation.

In Tripura, the prime minister will inaugurate the development work
of the Mata Tripura Sundari Temple Complex at Matabari under the
Pilgrimage Rejuvenation and Spiritual Heritage Augmentation Drive
scheme. The project, given the shape of tortoise view from above, includes
modifications in the temple premises, new pathways, renovated entrances
and fencing, drainage system, a new three-story complex consisting of
stalls, a meditation hall, guest accommodations, and office rooms, among



others.

PM-TRIPURA VISIT

In Tripura, preparations are complete for the visit of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, who is scheduled to inaugurate the newly developed
infrastructure and beautification works at the Mata Tripura Sundari Temple
complex under the PRASHAD scheme tomorrow.

Inspector General of Police Ipper Manchak said elaborate security
arrangements have been put in place in and around the temple premises
as well as in Udaipur town, where the shrine is located in Gomati district. A
12-kilometer roadshow from OTPC Palatana to the temple is also planned,
with foolproof security measures in place. Along with Tripura Police, CRPF
and BSF personnel have been deployed to ensure safety.

After inaugurating the redeveloped temple, Prime Minister Modi will
offer prayers at Mata Tripura Sundari, one of the 51 Shaktipeeths. He is
scheduled to arrive in Agartala tomorrow afternoon from Arunachal
Pradesh, and from there will travel directly to Udaipur, about 65 kilometers
south of the state capital, for the inauguration programme.<>Kunal V.

The newly introduced services include the Annapurna
Service from Ludhiana to Varanasi, transporting foodgrains in an average
of 17 hours, Gati-Vahan Service from Farrukhnagar to Lucknow for
automobiles in 28 hours, Niryaat Cargo Service from Garhi to Mundra Port
for containers in 32 hours; and Anantnag Cement Cargo Service from
Roopnagar to Anantnag, transporting cement in 31 hours.

India crushed Pakistan by six wickets in the Super Four stage of the

India outclassed Pakistan once again, clinching a six-wicket win in the
Asia Cup Super Four in Dubai. Chasing 172, the Men in Blue crossed the
line with seven balls to spare, thanks to Abhishek Sharma’s explosive 74 off
just 42 deliveries. Opening with skipper Shubman Gill, Sharma tore into
Pakistan’s attack. Their 99-run stand effectively ended the contest inside
the power-play. Shubhan Gill chipped in with a fluent 47, while Tilak
Varma'’s quick-fire 30 not out sealed the win in style. Pakistan’s 171 for 5,
built on Sahibzada Farhan’s 58 and late cameos from Salman Ali Agha and
Faheem Ashraf , never looked enough against India’s batting might.
Speaking to Media after the match Indian captain Suryakumar Yadav
downplayed concerns over dropped catches and praised Abhishek Sharma’s
maturity after the emphatic win.
