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ISSF JUNIOR WORLD CUP

The ISSF Junior World Cup will kick off in New Delhi from today. The
next generation of shooting talent across 15 Olympic events and 2 non-
Olympic events will be competing in Rifle, Pistol, Shotgun will be held at
Dr. Karni Singh Shooting Range from today till October 2.

Altogether 208 young shooters from 18 countries, showcasing the
young talent will be fighting it out for a total of 51 medals at stake. Hosts
India will lead the field with a strong contingent of 69 athletes, while other
participating nations include the US, Italy, Czechia, Iran, Croatia, Great
Britain, UAE, Slovakia, Qatar, Spain, New Zealand along with 40 Individual
Neutral Athletes (AIN). This will be the second and final World Cup for
Juniors this year. The first event hosted in Suhl, Germany in May this year,
where India finished on top of the medals table with 11 medals, including 3
gold.

VAISHNAW-VANDE BHARAT SLEEPER

Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said, two Vande Bharat
Sleeper trains will be launched soon. Briefing the media in New Delhi
yesterday, Mr Vaishnaw said, the first train has cleared all the tests and



trial runs and the second train is likely to be completed by the middle of
next month. He said, the two trains have to be launched together to
ensure regular services on an overnight journey.

Manufactured by BEML using Integral Coach Factory (ICF)
technology, the Vande Bharat Sleeper train will comprise 16 coaches,
segmented into AC First Class, AC 2-Tier, and AC 3-Tier. It will be able to
carry 1,128 passengers and operate at a top speed of 180 kmph, making it
one of the fastest overnight train services in the country.

The Railway Minister also announced twelve thousand special trains
to be operated during Diwali and Chhath festivals from 1st October till 15th
November. The Minister also said that ten thousand trains have been
notified and 150 fully unreserved trains will be kept ready for rapid
deployment in the last minutes.
