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EVE. PM MANIPUR VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi who arrived in Manipur on a one day visit
to the State appealed to the people of Manipur to come forward for peace in
the State and choose the path of progress and welfare of the younger
generation. Addressing a public gathering at Peace Ground in Churachandpur
district after laying foundation stones of fourteen different projects worth
seven thousand three hundred crore rupees, Shri Modi said that Manipur is
land of hope and development but the ethnic violence has gripped the land.
He said that development could not take place without peace in the land.
Therefore, communal hatred, tension and conflict has to end for the
development of Manipur. Shri Modi appealed to the people of Manipur to stop
violence and think about the welfare of the younger generation and
development of the State.

The Prime Minister said that he met some Internally Displaced Persons
(IDPs) taking shelter at relief camps in Churachandpur district upon his
arrival in the district and hope and faith has been seen in those IDPs. People
have now chosen peace and talks and meetings initiated by the Government
of India between hill valley people have already taken place. He assured that



the Government of India will always stand with the people of Manipur and
peace will be restored in the State soon. The Prime Minister said that the
Central Government has sanctioned funds to construct seven thousand new
houses for those affected in the violence and a budget of rupees three
thousand crore has been given as a special package recently.

Shri Modi also spoke about the development initiative taken up in the
Northeast region including Manipur by the Government of India. He said that
Manipur being a border State, faced problems on road connectivity.
Therefore, from 2014 onwards. the Central Government has been focusing
on better road connectivity within the State and increased the road and rail
budget of Manipur. Development of new highways is going on which have a
budget of rupees eight thousand six hundred crore. He said that a budget of
rupees twenty two thousand crore has been allocated for Jiribam to Imphal
Rail Project. An amount of rupees four hundred crore has been allocated for
development of Imphal Airport and Helicopter Service has been introduced.
He said that more than one lakh families have been given free electricity and
increased the number of households getting drinking tap water to more than
three lakh fifty thousand during NDA Government from about thirty thousand
households. Development activities have been going on in five hundred tribal
villages of the State and construction of 18 Eklavya Model Residential Schools
is going on across the State. He further assured that the India Government
will stand and support the Manipur Government to bring development and
peace in the land. The projects whose foundation stone was laid today by the
Prime Minister includes Road and National Highways Projects, Health Care
Projects, strengthening of High School and Higher Secondary Schools,
construction of Working Women Hostels, construction of Multipurpose Indoor
Stadium, Power Plant Project.The Prime Minister left Churachandpur district
for Imphal where he will be inaugurating different projects. He will also
address a public gathering at Kangla Fort and will interact with IDPs there.

NEW DAY PM-MIZORAM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today virtually laid the foundation stone
and inaugurated various development projects worth over nine thousand
crore rupees at Aizawl, Mizoram. These projects are related to multiple
sectors including Railways, Roadways, Energy, Sports among others. Mr Modi



inaugurated the Bairabi-Sairang New Rail line, worth over eight thousand
crore rupees, connecting the capital of Mizoram to the Indian Railways
network for the first time. The direct rail connectivity between Mizoram and
the rest of the country will offer the people of the region safe, efficient, and
cost-effective travel options.

Speaking on the occasion, Mr Modi said, today is a historic day for the
nation, particularly for the people of Mizoram. He said, Bairabi-Sairang
railway line will revolutionise people's lives in Mizoram. He highlighted that
despite numerous challenges, including the difficult terrain, the
Bairabi-Sairang Rail Line has now become a reality. Mr Modi said that for the
first time, Sairang in Mizoram will be directly connected with Delhi by the
Rajdhani Express. He said now the farmers and businesses of Mizoram will be
able to reach more markets across the nation. Prime Minister highlighted that
this development will generate employment opportunities across many
sectors.

Prime Minister Modi said that India is the fastest growing major
economy in the world and North East is becoming the growth engine of the
country. Mr Modi highlighted that Mizoram has a major role in both the Act
East Policy and the emerging North East Economic Corridor. He highlighted
that for the past eleven years, government is working for the development of
the North East. Prime Minister said, for the first time, rural roads and
highways, mobile connectivity, internet connectivity, electricity, tap water,
and LPG connections have been expanded. He highlighted that the Central
government has worked hard to strengthen all forms of connectivity.

Prime Minister Modi underlined that the government is
consistently taking steps to boost ease of Living and ease of Doing
Business. He said, the next-generation GST reforms have recently
been introduced and it means lower taxes on many products,
making life easier for families. Mr Modi recalled that before 2014,
even daily essentials such as toothpaste, soap, and oil were taxed
at 27 per cent and today, only five per cent GST is applicable on
these items. He said, India’s economy has recorded a growth of 7.8
per cent in the first quarter of 2025-26.

Referring to Operation Sindoor, Prime Minister remarked that
the nation saw how Indian soldiers taught a lesson to those who
sponsor terror. He said the entire country was filled with pride for



the armed forces. Mr Modi emphasized that Made-In-India
weapons played a significant role in protecting the nation during
this operation. He added that the growth of India’s economy and
manufacturing sector is crucial for national security.

On the occasion, Railways Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said the
Bairabi-Sairang new railway line was a very challenging project involving 45
tunnels and 55 major bridges. He said the line will now connect Mizoram to
Guwahati, Kolkata, Delhi and many other places. Mr Vaishnaw underlined
that the opening of the new railway line will increase the number of tourists
and create new jobs. He added that the government will also start cargo
operations this week, which will reduce the cost of cement and steel.

MYANMAR - AIR STRIKE KILLED

At least 19 high school students were killed and more than 20 others
injured in @ Myanmar military airstrike at two private boarding schools in
Kyauktaw township, in the western Rakhine state. The attack, according to
the Arakan Army and relief agencies, struck late at night yesterday when
students were sleeping. The two schools targeted were Pyinnyar Pan Khinn
High School and A Myin Thit High School. Both are private institutions, with
many students boarding on site. The ages of the victims are reported to be
between 15 and 21 years. Local media outlet 'Myanmar Now' reported that a
junta warplane dropped two 500-pound bombs on the high school. The
schools, located in territory claimed by the Arakan Army-which is in conflict
with the Myanmar junta-were severely damaged. In the aftermath, many
houses nearby were also destroyed. In a statement, UNICEF strongly
condemned the strike, calling it a “brutal attack,” stressing that children and
civilians are bearing a heavy toll in Rakhine’s ongoing conflict. The military is
struggling to fight opposition on multiple fronts around Myanmar and it has
been regularly accused of using air and artillery strikes to hit civilian



communities.
