BIHAR FINAL VOTERS LIST

The final electoral roll for the Bihar Assembly elections will be published
today. The assembly elections in the state will be conducted on the basis of
this roll. The Election Commission will release it online, and it will be available
on its official website this afternoon. According to the office of the Chief
Electoral Officer (CEO) of Bihar, physical copies of the electoral roll will be
made available with all District Election Officers-cum-District Magistrates.
The final roll will also be provided to all recognized national and state-level
political parties.

Following the Special Intensive Revision (SIR) campaign, the draft
electoral roll was published on 1st August this year. It included the names of
more than 7.24 crore voters who had submitted their enumeration forms.

In the 2024 Lok Sabha elections, the humber of voters in Bihar stood at
7.89 crore. During the SIR drive, names of about 65 lakh voters who were
deceased, had shifted elsewhere, or were listed in duplicate were removed.

During the claims and objections process, 16.59 lakh eligible citizens
submitted Form-6 for inclusion in the electoral roll.

According to the Election Commission, more than 36,000 voters filed
claims to add their names, while 2.17 lakh voters applied for deletion of
names. Around three lakh voters were issued notices for not submitting the
required documents. In the final electoral roll, names of deceased,
transferred, and duplicate voters identified during the SIR have not been



included.

JAL SHAKTI- MEETING
Union Minister for Jal Shakti C.R. Paatil has emphasized that the conservation
of the Ganga is not just an environmental effort, but is intrinsically linked to
India’s cultural heritage, faith, and the lifeline of millions of people. Mr Paatil
stated this While chairing the 16th Meeting of Empowered Task Force on
Ganga Rejuvenation in New Delhi. Expressing satisfaction over the
achievements, the Union Minister highlighted that nearly 80 percent of the



issues taken up during the past year by the Task Force have been
successfully resolved. He further stated that these works are laying a strong
foundation for Ganga rejuvenation, with efforts across diverse fields creating
a holistic framework for the Ganga and its tributaries. He informed that
special focus was laid on the status of wetlands in Uttar Pradesh and Bihar,
where 282 and 387 wetlands were assessed with 40 in Uttar Pradesh and 19
in Bihar identified as high priority. The Minister urged both states to expedite
notifications and provide legal protection to these 59 wetlands. The meeting
also focused on strengthening of regulatory framework and discussed
floodplain demarcation. Union Minister C R Paatil urged all Ganga basin states
to implement the Central Water Commission’s technical guidelines, stressing
that such regulation is essential to regulate activities in sensitive areas. The
meeting brought together key stakeholders from various ministries and state
governments along with senior officers of NMCG and participating States.

The
match anticipated match between arch rivals India and Pakistan will take
place on 5th of October in Colombo.
