Addressing a public rally on the occasion of foundation stone laying
ceremony, the Prime Minister said that India is the world's fastest major
growing economy and Assam is also one of the fastest growing economy in
the country.

Mr. Modi said that after the independence of the nation, industrial sector
developed mostly in Southern and Western states but this Northeast
remained unchanged. It is now the time of the Northeast to grow and the
Centre is working for the development of the connectivity sectors as



connectivity can only develop this area. The PM urged the citizen vocal for
local.

He also virtually launched the construction of a new bridge over the
Brahmaputra River, connecting Guwahati’s Narengi and Darrang's Kuruwa
and the Guwahati Ring Road project from same venue.

Later in the day, the Prime Minister visited the Numaligarh Refinery in
Golaghat district, where he inaugurated India's first bamboo-based bio-
refinery. He also laid the foundation stone for a polypropylene unit at the
refinery.

Mr. Modi also addressed a public rally on the occasion. During his address,
the PM said that India is on the mission of becoming Atmanirbhar in energy
sector and is reducing dependence on foreign fuels. India will harness its
deepwater energy resources and strengthen energy self reliance and this
bio-ethanol plant is one step towards the goal, added the PM.

Yesterday evening, the Prime Minister attended the birth centenary
celebrations of Bhupen Hazarika where launched the Rs 100 commemorative
coin and released a biography on the legendary singer.

FINANCE MINISTER - CHENNAI

Union Minister for finance Nirmala Sitharaman has said that the GST 2.0
was introduced before festive seasons like Deepavali, Durga Puja, Navratri
and will benefit every Indian. Delivering her remarks at a joint conclave of
Trade and Industries Association at Chennai today, she said that almost for
a majority of 99 percent of goods, GST has been reduced from 12 to 5
percent. The Minister also informed that 28 percent GST has been reduced
to 18 percent. The finance Minister said that eight years ago, when the tax
was introduced a total of 65 lakh companies had paid GST. Today it has



increased to one and a half crore. The Minister said that the simplification
has been welcomed by every institution involved. Ms.Sitaraman said that the
tax system had led to one nation and one tax. The finance minister said
that the Gross Receipts which stood at 7.18 lakh crore rupees increased to
22 lakh Crore rupees. The Finance Minister said that Prime Minister
Narendra Modi had encouraged the finance ministry to come up with a
special package on GST and the next gen GST was introduced after much
consultation with different stake holders, group of Ministers before being
placed before the Council.
