ATCs : Chief Minister Revanth Reddy said reconstruction of Telangana is possible
only through youth skill development. Speaking at the inauguration of Advanced
Technology Centres (ATCs) at ITI at Nampally in Hyderabad. Chief Minister said
his government’s goal is to transform Telangana into a $3 trillion economy by
2047. He said though ITIs were first set up in erstwhile Andhra Pradesh State in
1956, they were never upgraded with changing times. He announced that 65 ATCs
have already been completed and another 51 under construction to be finished
within a year. He added Young India Skills University has been set up to provide
youth with modern technical expertise. He announced that a special department
will be created to facilitate overseas employment and that Japanese language
training will be introduced to help Telangana youth secure jobs in

PONNAM: State BC Welfare Minister Ponnam Prabhakar today said the
Congress government is committed to implementing 42 percent reservations for
Backward Classes (BCs) in local body elections and stressed that the move will not



affect constitutionally mandated quotas of SCs and STs. Addressing the media in
Hyderabad, the Minister recalled that government had conducted a comprehensive
caste survey and, based on its findings, formed a sub-committee. The proposal to
enhance BC reservations to 42 per cent was approved by the Cabinet, debated in
the Legislature, and received support from all parties before being forwarded to the
Governor and subsequently to the President. He said Government issued GO No. 9
to implement 42 percent reservations on similar lines of Tamil Nadu since the Bill
Is pending with the President. Ponnam Prabhakar said questions are now being
raised against BC reservations and assured 42 percent reservations will not create
any constitutional hurdles,” he clarified. PN 13
