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PUNJAB-PM VISITs Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Punjab on

Tuesday, September 9, to review the flood situation. He is expected to
personally assess local conditions and understand ground realities to ensure
maximum assistance for the affected people. Punjab BJP President Sunil
Jakhar confirmed the visit in a social media post. He said the Prime Minister is
deeply concerned about the crisis and is closely monitoring developments.
Jakhar reiterated that the Government of India stands firmly with the people of
Punjab. Our Jalandhar Correspondent reports that earlier, Union
Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan visited the state to evaluate the
situation. In addition, two central inter-ministerial teams were deputed to
assess the damage caused by the floods.

REV. BANGLADESH-PROTESTs In Bangladesh, more than a thousand

activists of the banned Awami League staged a protest march near the
Parliament premises in Dhaka today, chanting slogans in support of party chief
Sheikh Hasina. The rally is the latest in a wave of flash protests by Awami
League supporters across the capital. Last Friday, thousands joined a march in
Tejgaon, while several hundred gathered a week earlier near the Baitul
Mukarram Mosque in Gulistan. Sheikh Hasina fled the country on August 5
last year following a mass movement that forced her resignation. An interim
government took power on August 8 and has since banned the Awami League,
arresting many senior leaders. Hasina and others face charges of crimes
against humanity linked to the July Uprising. Despite the ban and a crackdown
on its leadership, Awami League activists continue to organise sporadic
demonstrations in Dhaka and other parts of the country, often facing arrests in
the aftermath.

PM- NARAYANAs On the birth anniversary Sree Narayana Guru, Prime

Minister Narendra Modi today recalled his vision and impact on the society. In a
social media post, Mr. Modi said that his teachings of equality, compassion and
universal brotherhood resonate widely. The Prime Minister said that Narayana

GST REFORMS- MSME

On this Independence Day at the ramparts of Red Fort, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi announced the Next Generation of GST reforms, by Diwali. The
Prime Minister’s vision of creating a more efficient and citizen friendly economy
was realised as the GST Council on 3rd September approved rates
rationalisation with a focus on common man. The Council has simplified the
indirect tax system into a two-tier structure of 5 per cent and 18 per cent from
a four-tier structure of 5 per cent, 12 per cent, 18 per cent and 28 per cent.
These reforms have reduced tax rates in many sectors easing the life of
citizens. Today we look at the reforms undertaken for Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises (MSME.)

Our correspondent reports that the GST reforms have been carried out with a
focus on the common man and will come into effect from 22nd of this month.

The GST Council in its meeting on Wednesday announced

consolidation of its complex tax system into two slabs of 5 percent
and 18 percent _and removed the cess system. for E-commerce the
recent GST reforms are helping to ease both, making online shopping
cheaper and businesses more competitive. First, the cost of packaging
materials like cartons, boxes, trays, and packing paper has come
down. With GST reduced to just five percent, sellers now spend less
on each shipment. This is especially helpful for MSMEs and food




processing units, where every rupee saved on packaging adds to their
margins and makes products more affordable for consumers.

Meanwhile, trucks and delivery vans, the backbone of India’s supply
chain carrying nearly seventy percent of the country’s goods, which is
now under eighteen percent GST instead of twenty eight percent. This
means cheaper vehicles, lower freight rates, and more efficient last-
mile deliveries

Together, these reforms are reshaping India’s e-commerce and
logistics ecosystem. From packaging to delivery, the entire chain
becomes more cost-effective. This not only supports small sellers and
online platforms but also strengthens the nations competitiveness in
global supply chains.

Vice President of Vilayat Industries Association, Harish Joshi, hailed
the new GST set-up as a major reform initiative from the MSME
sector's perspective. He added that this will stimulate demand and
boost consumption.

GST reforms are expected to significantly benefit India’s MSME sector
by reducing compliance burden and lowering costs. The sector has
welcomed the GST council’s decision to rationalise rates, calling it a
crucial step to improve competitiveness, boost market access, and
support business formalisation. With this move, MSMEs are likely to

get smoother cash flows and supply chain efficiencies, enabling them
to expand their footprint in both domestic and export markets

IRAN-IAEA COOPERATION

Iran’s Foreign Minister Seyed Abbas Araghchi has said that Iran and the
International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) are “very close” to a new
cooperation framework. He made the remarks at a conference in Tehran.
According to Iran’s state news agency IRNA the comments followed fresh talks
between Iran and the UN nuclear watchdog that began Friday in Vienna.

Araghchi also spoke about possible nuclear talks with the United States.
He said messages were being exchanged through mediators.

Iran and the US had planned a sixth round of indirect talks in Oman on
June 15. The meeting was canceled after Israel carried out major airstrikes on
June 13, targeting Iranian nuclear and military sites. The US followed with
strikes on three Iranian nuclear facilities on June 22.

In response, Iran’s Parliament voted to suspend cooperation with the
IAEA. The law bans IAEA inspectors from accessing Iranian nuclear sites unless
the Supreme National Security Council confirms that security and sovereignty



are protected.
REV.JAPAN PM- RESIGN

Japanese Prime Minister Shigeru Ishiba today resigned after less than a
year in office following election defeats that cost his ruling Liberal Democratic
Party, LDP, its parliamentary majorities.

Ishiba said during a televised press conference that he decided to also resign
from his position as President of the Liberal Democratic Party.

The decision comes ahead of an expected party vote that could have forced
his removal. Under Ishiba, the LDP lost its lower house majority for the first
time in 15 years and then its upper house majority in July this year.

Ishiba cited the recent U.S.-Japan trade deal easing tariffs as the right
moment to step down. He will remain prime minister until a successor is
chosen.

His tenure was marked by rising inflation, a cost-of-living crisis, strained U.S.
ties and criticism over cabinet appointments and party gifts.

ASIA CUP HOCKEY CHAMPIONSHIP

In the Men’s Asia Cup Hockey Championship, Japan secured 5th place by
defeating Bangladesh 6-1 in the placing fixture this afternoon.

The Japanese side, led by R. Fujishima, completely outplayed the Bangladeshi
defence in the match held today at the Rajgir International Sports Stadium in
Bihar, leaving no room for a comeback in the 6-1 finish.

Meanwhile, the placing match for 3rd and 4th position between Malaysia and
China is currently underway at the same venue.

The title clash between India and Korea will begin at 7:30 PM.

EVE. US OPEN FINAL- SINNER VS. ALCARAZ

Top seed Jannik Sinner and second seed Carlos Alcaraz will meet in the
US Open men’s singles final in New York tonight. The title clash at Arthur Ashe
Stadium - the world’s largest tennis arena - is scheduled to begin at 11:30 PM.

The match will also decide the world No. 1 ranking . This marks the third
straight Grand Slam final between the two this season. Sinner won the
Australian Open and Wimbledon in 2025, while Alcaraz triumphed at Roland
Garros.

Alcaraz, the defending US Open champion, is also bidding to reclaim No.
1 and secure a second major title this season. Sinner is eyeing his fifth Grand
Slam crown, while Alcaraz chases his sixth.

In their rivalry, Alcaraz holds a 9-5 head-to-head lead over Sinner.
