(ICRISAT) along with others has mapped 13 genomic regions and 145 genes
linked to stem-rot resistance in groundnut. The study published in the Plant
Genome journal. In a release today, the ICRISAT stated that the discovery creates
new opportunities to breed disease-resistant groundnut varieties, significantly
lowering risks for farmers and strengthening food and nutrition security globally.
Groundnut is both an oilseed and a protein-rich legume, cultivated on more than 30
million hectares worldwide. The crop is central to diets, incomes, and trade in Asia
and Africa, especially in countries like India. Speaking on the study, ICRISAT
Director General Dr Himanshu Pathak said, this breakthrough has the potential to
save farmers and national economies hundreds of millions of dollars each year by
reducing yield losses from stem rot.
