The Assembly Elections of Bihar will be conducted in two phases on
6th and 11th November this year. The counting of votes will take place on
14th of November. The Election Commission today announced the poll
schedule for the 243 members Bihar Assembly elections. With the
announcement of poll schedule, the Model Code of Conduct has come into
force in Bihar.

Briefing media in New Delhi today, Chief Election Commissioner
Gyanesh Kumar said that over 90 thousand 712 polling booths will be set
up for seven crore 43 lakh voters in the state. He informed that the
notification for the first phase of voting will be issued on 10th of this month
and candidates can make their nominations till 17th of October. For the
second phase of polling, the notification will be issued on 13th of this
month and the nomination can be filed till 20th of October.

The Chief Election Commissioner said, for the first time one General
observer will be deployed in each constituency to work as eye and ear of
the Commission. Mr Kumar added that webcasting will be done at all
polling stations to thoroughly monitor the electoral process. He said that
District Magistrates and Superintendent of police have been directed for



zero tolerance to any violence. He also informed that adequate Central
Armed Police Forces will be deployed in the state and strict vigil will be
done across different check points against any illegal movement of drugs,
cash and liquor.

Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar also announced By-
election for eight assembly seats in seven states. These assembly
constituency are Budgam and Nagrota in Jammu and Kashmir, Anta in
Rajasthan, Ghatsila in Jharkhand, Jubilee Hills in Telangana, Tarn Taran in
Punjab, Dampa in Mizoram and Nuapada in Odisha. The By-election will be
held on 11th November and counting of votes will take place on 14th
November.

BY-ELECTIONS:

The by-elections to Jubilee Hills Assembly constituency would be conducted
on November 11. The counting of votes would be held on November 14,
according to Election Commission of India (ECI) Chief Election
Commissioner, Gyanesh Kumar said today. The total number of voters in
the Jubilee Hills assembly constituency is 3.99 lakh including over 2 lakh
men voters and over 1.91 lakhs women and 25 transgender voters. The
bypoll is necessitated following death of BRS MLA Maganti Gopinath in June
this year. Meanwhile, the Congress party has formed a three-member
ministers committee to oversee the party's Jubilee Hills bypoll preparations
reportedly shortlisted four potential candidates — V. Naveen Yadav, former
mayor Bonthu Rammohan, former MP Anjan Kumar Yadav and C.N. Reddy
— and submitted it to AICC Telangana incharge Meenakshi Natarajan and
TPCC chief Mahesh Kumar Goud. State BJP president Ramchander Rao
appointed a three-member committee of party leaders to gather views for
selecting a candidate. The BRS has already announced Gopinath's wife
Sunita as its candidate. PN/MIDDAY

REV. NITI AAYOG Q4 REPORT

NITI Aayog CEO BVR Subrahmanyam has stressed on the need to
strengthen and diversify the country's manufacturing base. Launching NITI
Aayog's Trade Watch Quarterly report for the fourth quarter of financial
year 2025 in New Delhi, Mr Subhramanyam said that improving
competitiveness in manufacturing is essential. He also stressed that India
must adapt quickly to evolving demand patterns, diversify its export base,
and enhance competitiveness in non-leather footwear and global value
chains, while closely monitoring geopolitical shifts in trade.

The report highlights that the country's total trade in financial year
2025 stood at 1.73 trillion dollars, growing 6 percent year-on-year with
exports 823 billion dollars and imports at 908 billion dollars. It also
highlights that services exports reached a record 387.5 billion dollars in the
financial year 2025. The report also underlines needs to strengthen skilling
and technology adoption by expanding apprenticeship-based training,
promoting research and development for design innovation. The quarterly
report also assesses country’s leather and footwear exports, which employs
4.4 million people and contributes significantly to exports. It also highlights
comprehensive analysis of country’s trade for the quarter and examines the
leather and footwear sector, highlighting its employment potential, export
opportunities, and the need for greater competitiveness in global markets.

Telangana Governor Jishnu Dev Varma inaugurated the 76th Tuberculosis

The Supreme Court today refused to entertain a petition challenging the
Telangana government's order raising the quota for Backward Classes in
municipalities and panchayats to 42%, which pushed the total reservations
in local bodies to 67%. A bench of Justice Vikram Nath and Justice
Sandeep Mehta allowed agriculturist Vanga Gopal Reddy to withdraw his
plea seeking to declare as unconstitutional, illegal and void for violating
Articles 14, 243D and 243T of the Constitution. He petition contended that
the Government order violated the 50% ceiling on reservations laid down
by the Court in various judgments. During the hearing, the Justice Nath
questioned the petitioner's decision to invoke Article 32 and approaching
Supreme Court instead of High Court. The counsel replied that the matter
was listed before the High Court on October 8 but explained that the
petitioners had approached the top court as no stay had been granted.
When the bench expressed inclination to dismiss the petition, the counsel
sought liberty to withdraw the plea.
