PM - PULSES MISSION 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will launch two major initiatives PM 
Dhan-Dhaanya Yojana and Self-Reliance in Pulses Mission in New Delhi 
tomorrow. Agriculture Ministry said, under the PM Dhan-Dhaanya Krishi 
Yojana, one hundred low-productivity districts across the country will 
undergo comprehensive agricultural development, aimed at significantly 
increasing farmers’ income. The scheme seeks to ensure irrigation facilities 
for every farm, promote crop diversification, and provide easy access to 
credit and storage infrastructure. 
 Meanwhile, the Self-Reliance in Pulses Mission will focus on 
promoting the production of major pulses such as tur, urad and masoor. 
Under this mission, central agencies will procure hundred per cent of 
registered farmers’ produce at the Minimum Support Price, ensuring fair 
returns to growers. The mission will also work toward expanding cultivation 
areas and improving productivity, marking a crucial step towards self-
reliance in pulse production. The Ministry said, these initiatives will not only 
strengthen India’s food security in the coming years but also lead the 
nation toward self-sufficiency in pulses production. 
 During the event, Prime Minister Modi will honour farmers, Farmer 
Producer Organisations, cooperative societies, and innovators for their 
outstanding contributions to the agricultural sector. On this occasion, he 
will also inaugurate and lay the foundation stone for over one thousand 
100 projects related to Agriculture Infrastructure Fund, Animal Husbandry, 
Fisheries, and Food Processing sectors.

EC- TRAINING  
 The Election Commission India, ECI has conducted a training 
programme for all Returning Officers (ROs) for the upcoming  Bihar 
Legislative Assembly elections and bye-elections in other States. The 
training programme also included an online assessment and doubt-clearing 
session on the nomination process in the run-up to the elections.  A total of  
243 ROs and 1418 AROs participated in the programme virtually which 
began yesterday. The Commission in a statement said that the online 
assessment and doubt clearing sessions will subsequently cover all phases 
of the conduct of elections including nomination process, Model Code of 
Conduct, symbol allotment, poll-day arrangements and counting. Besides, 
the Poll Body also conducted an online briefing session for CEO, all DEOs 
and ROs on the Presiding Officer module of ECINET which is under 
progressive implementation. Through this module, the Presiding Officers 
will upload voter turnout data on the ECINet App on a two-hourly basis and 
at the close of polls. The Commission said, it will also organize a trial run of 
the Presiding Officers application at all Polling Stations before the poll.

INDIA - AFGHAN JOINT STATEMENT 

 
External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today expressed his deep 
appreciation to Afghanistan for its strong condemnation of the Pahalgam 
terror attack on 22nd April. In a Joint Statement following talks between 
Dr. S. Jaishankar and Afghan Foreign Minister Mawlawi Amir Khan Muttaqi 
in New Delhi, both sides unequivocally condemned all acts of terrorism 
emanating from regional countries. They underscored the importance of 
promoting peace, stability, and mutual trust in the region. 
 Both sides emphasized respect for each other’s sovereignty and 



territorial integrity. External Affairs Minister appreciated Afghan side’s 
understanding of India's security concerns. The Afghan Foreign Minister 
reiterated the commitment that the Afghan government will not allow any 
group or individual to use the territory of Afghanistan against India. 
External Affairs Minister expressed condolences over the loss of lives 
caused by the recent devastating earthquake in Nangarhar and Kunar 
provinces. The Afghan Foreign Minister appreciated India’s role as the first 
responder to the disaster and its delivery of relief materials. 
  The two sides reviewed the progress of Indian humanitarian 
assistance programmes to Afghanistan, which include supply of food 
grains, social support items, school stationery, disaster relief materials and 
pesticides. The External Affairs Minister reaffirmed India’s commitment to 
continuing such assistance. The Afghan side expressed appreciation to 
Indian government for its comprehensive and generous humanitarian 
support, including in providing crucial material aid to address the urgent 
needs of forcibly repatriated refugees in Afghanistan. 
 Both sides discussed ways to further strengthen cooperation in 
sports, especially cricket, to advance cultural interactions. They welcomed 
the commencement of the India-Afghanistan Air Freight Corridor, which will 
further enhance direct trade and commerce between the two countries. 
The new corridor is expected to streamline connectivity and boost bilateral 
trade. The Afghan side invited Indian companies to invest in the mining 
sector which would help strengthen the bilateral trade and commercial
